Psychological Ana>
lysis of Social Identity

The results of the theoretical and
empirical investigations of the structu�
re of social identity are analysed in the
article. Until now there has been an ab�
sence of any effective model reflecting
the hierarchy of the components pecu�
liar to social identity, the characteri�
stics of its content, and functioning.
The author of the article attempts to
overcome these difficulties by regar�
ding the conception of social identity
as a holistic phenomenon. An analysis
of the structural components of social
identity is being conducted which is
founded on interconnections between
the individual's cognitive and value�
motivational attributes.

Department of
Psychology of Moscow State Univer>
sity after M.V. Lomonosov: 40 Years
of Foundation (1996>2006)

The most important milestones and
events in the history of the university's
psychological thinking are analysed, one
major step having been the inauguration
of the Department of Psychology.  Data
on the Department's structure, teaching
style, scientific research directions, pro�
fessors and lecturing staff are presented;

N.A. Loginova. The Psychological
School in Petersburg>Leningrad

The contemporary Petersburg
psychological school is historically
connected with the psychological scho�
ol of V.M. Bechterev developed at the
beginning of XX century by the Insti�
tute of Psychoneurology and Institute
of [the] Brain. In the second half of the
XXth century, the Leningrad psycholo�
gical school was consolidated under the
guidance of B.G. Ananjev at the level of
psychological division and the depart�
ment of Leningrad State University.
Many Leningrad psychologists gradua�
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ted from LGU followed Ananjev's te�
aching programmes. His school conti�
nued the Bechterev tradition of the
complex study of the psychological
aspects of the human being. One can
identify Bechterev, Ananjev and Post�
Ananjev stages in the development of
the Petersburg scientific school.

A.V. Yurevitch. Social Psychology
of Revolutions

The author excoriates the existing
tradition of attributing revolutions to
political and economic causes. He argues
that a complex explanation of revolu�
tions is needed where social�psychologi�
cal factors are taken into consideration.
