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Abstract

The authors discuss "the personological project” of psychology development, proposed by
Vadim Arturovich Petrovsky and Elena Borisovna Starovoytenko. Internal contradictions and
weaknesses of the project are identified and explicated, the main ones are "non-systemic" (chaot-
ic and syncretical conceptual apparatus) and "non-human" (the reduction of human being to the
personality, and the personality to persona). The authors believe that personology is impossible
as the integration of different paradigms, but it is possible as the integration of different concepts
within any single paradigm that exists in modern psychology of personality (e.g. personology
actually exists within existential and person-centered approaches). Personology is impossible as
well as the integration of different cultures, but it is possible as the integration of concepts with-
in a single culture. In other words, the general personology as the original global project is impos-
sible; the genesis of a general personology is possible on the basis of special personology, and such
a natural ambition can be seen in each special personology (theory of personality), beginning
from the psychoanalytic one. Moreover, only during the construction of the special personology
(within a special scientific paradigm and a special culture) the creative integration of concepts
can be real (and not just in words). Set for themselves the task of constructing a general person-
ology before the building a special personology Vadim Arturovich Petrovsky and Elena
Borisovna Starovoytenko inevitably become the hostages of the lists of diverse, contradictory
concepts and strange, unfounded classifications. Neither the concept "persona,” nor the concept
"person,”(according to Langle) nor "personality,” nor even the concept of "subject” are adequate
(due to the narrowness of its denotations) for the ambitious plan of the authors of "personologi-
cal project.” There is only one concept commensurate to this project, and this concept is "person”
(as a human being). The perspectives for the development of general personology are seen in the
implementation of a holistic person-centered paradigm in relation to the fundamental, counsel-
ing and cultural psychology of personality. This area of psychology and psychological practice is
positioned in the article as "the science of a person — about a person — for a person — for the sake
of a person”.

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Abstract

A detailed answer is given in the article to the critical arguments by A.B. Orlov and N.A. Orlova,
presented in the article “Science of a man: A person-centered approach to general personology” (see
the pages of the present issue of the journal) on a previously published article by V.A. Petrovsky and
E.B. Starovoytenko “The science of personality: four projects of general personology” (Petrovsky,
Starovoytenko, 2012). The authors of the four projects assume that critique towards them is due to
the following reasons. The first one is the obvious perceptual mistakes, substitution of terms, biased
interpretations of the texts of the criticized works. The critics willingly tell their ideological and
political evaluations, possibly assuming that thus they strengthen the persuasiveness of their rea-
soning (for example, the idea of “personality” is associated by them with the “racist development of
the fascist personology” and so on). In consequence of such erroneous perception these authors come
to the erroneous conclusions, which affect the core categories and statements of personology (dis-
crediting of its methodological status, non-differentiation of general personology and local variants
of its development — multisubjective personology, personology of life, etc.). Herewith, however par-
adoxical it is, the critics attribute to themselves the priority in development of “local personologies”.
The second reason, which prompts the “person-centered” critics of the idea of personology to enter
into controversy with the authors of the four projects and leads to significant distortions of percep-
tion, interpretations and evaluations, is the own rather questionable ideas of the disputants; prima-
rily, it applies to the balance of science and practice in the perspective of development of psychology
(according to the critics, with the set of the approaching “psychozoic era” the psychology will die,
giving place to the person-centered psychopractice). The stylistics of the argument of the critics has
little to do with the principles of “empathic hearing”, “understanding and acceptance”, “non-judge-
mental perception”, which were discovered by the creator of the “person-centered approach” C.
Rogers. Instead of the “active listening” the methods of “active eating” (“black rhetoric”) are used.
The content and the style of their reasoning have nothing common with the “person-centered
approach” — as applied to the ideas of those who think differently.

Psychological and Molecular-Genetic Mechanism of Machiavellianism
Reduction in Schizophrenia

Abstract

Schizophrenic patients are characterized by failure of social interaction, which leads to dete-
rioration of their well-being. One of its manifestations is reduction of Machiavellianism. There is
a hypothesis, that it is generated by cognitive deficit of the patients — general or affecting only
social cognitions. On the other hand, it may be the consequence of diminished motivation and
asociality of the patients. The objective of the present work is to check cognitive and motiva-
tional hypotheses of diminished Machiavellianism in schizophrenia with the help of psychologi-
cal and genetic approaches. The sample consisted of 274 schizophrenic patients. The control
group consisted of 234 normals. To evaluate Machiavellianism we used the scale Mach-1V, for
cognitive sphere — tasks on verbal memory, executive functions, facial emotion recognition and
theory of mind, for affective-motivational sphere — psychometric instruments EPI, STAI and
PANSS. The subsets of patients were genotyped for polymorphisms in the HTR2C, COMT, DRD2
genes, as well as serotonin transporter (the subsets sizes were 186, 153, 134 and 204 patients cor-
respondingly). The values of Mach-1V scale in patients were lower than in controls. In schizo-
phrenia the more significant Machiavellianism reduction coincided with higher composite scores
of basic cognitions, increase in passive-apathetic social withdrawal, decrease in anxiety and emo-
tional withdrawal. We didn’t find any gene effects and their interaction that would shed light on
the mechanisms of diminished Machiavellianism in patients. The data gives evidence against
cognitive hypothesis, shows moderate input of motivational failure of socialization in
Machiavellianism reduction and allows assuming that low Machiavellianism of patients is not
the “drop-out” of the function, but the result of work of defensive mechanisms of personality.

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Abstract

The article presents the author's theory of consciousness. The proposed theory allows
describing unexplained yet psychological phenomenology. Ideal (psychic) and material (physi-
cal) is viewed as attributes of the substance-process of activity. Human is the subject of not one
activity, but of the integral system of activities. Thus, individual consciousness is the attribute of
individual system of activities and personal history of activities of the person. The difference
between a system and a history of every man causes differences of consciousness (ideal attribute
of system of activities) and corporeality (material attribute). Group differences of the systems of
activities cause, accordingly, cultural, ethnic, regional, professional and other group differences
of attributes of activity (of consciousness and corporeality). We change reality with our activity,
i.e. reality is partly dependent on our activity. Thus, “objective reality, which is independent of
our consciousness” and our acts, is non-existent, and taking into account consistency and inter-
connectedness of the Universe, this redefines the issue of responsibility of the subject of the con-
scious process. Various states of consciousness of man gather in one integral self-consciousness
with the help of his continuous and developing system of activities. New states of consciousness
(and new knowledge) are born not from the consciousness itself, but from the development of
one’s activity. Joint activity causes joint consciousness (ideal attribute of joint activity) and joint
corporeality (instrumentality material attribute). Inclusion of various subjects in common activ-
ity causes transpersonality (in its limit — noospherity) of consciousness. The unexplained yet by
science, but stated parapsychological phenomenology is possible to study with the schemes of
structures of individual and joint activity as processes and products of these activities, as results
of processes of transpersonality and continuity (skandhas) of activities.

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Abstract
Ethnic prejudices is a crucial factor affecting the relationship between ethnic groups. To measure
blatant ethnic prejudice questionnaires are used which include questions and statements that
reflect different aspects of negative attitudes towards ethnic groups. Since most of these tech-
niques were created in North America and Western Europe, they reflect the content of ethnic
prejudices prevalent in these regions, and need cultural adaptation. The aim of this study is to
adapt the scale of blatant and subtle prejudice by Pettigrew and Meertens (Pettigrew &
Meertens, 1995) for a Russian sample. The study included a pilot phase and a main phase.
Participants of the pilot phase (N = 354) filled out the original version of the questionnaire trans-
lated into Russian, evaluating migrants who arrived in Russia from Central Asia and the
Caucasus. The results showed the low structural validity of the original version of the scale.
Participants of the main phase of the study (N = 402) filled out a modified version of the ques-
tionnaire, which included 28 statements that form six scales. The results showed that the high-
est structural validity is exhibited by a five-factor model, which includes the following scales: the
perceived economical threat, the perceived physical threat, the avoidance of close contact, the
perceived problems in adaptation, the exaggeration of cultural differences. The results demon-
strated that Russian prejudices against migrants from Central Asia and the Caucasus are associ-
ated with relative deprivation, ethnic identity and the intensity of intergroup contact. The struc-
ture of the methodology is universal and the link between individual factors and variables
depend on the group that serves as the object of prejudice. In particular, relative deprivation and
the number of contacts are more tightly linked to prejudice against migrants form Central Asia

than prejudice against migrants from the Caucasus.

Ethnic prejudices — the negative
evaluation of out-groups — are widely
spread in modern societies and causes
discrimination against different ethnic
groups. These include both members of
ethnic and racial minorities who have
lived in a country for a long time and
migrants who have recently arrived
from other regions. The problem of
negative attitudes towards migrants
who have an unusual appearance in the
eyes of the local population and speak a
different language, has been actively
discussed in the countries of North
America and Western Europe for deca-
des. Studies show that in different
countries different ethnic groups are
subject to prejudices: for example, in
Germany this role is filled by Turks, in
France by the natives of Asia and North
Africa, in Holland by Turks and
Surinamese and in the UK by the nati-

ves of Asia and the West Indies
(Hamberger & Hewstone, 1997; Meer-
tens & Pettigrew, 1997). Over the past
three decades, the problem of hostility
towards migrants has become relevant
for Russia. The main target of negative
attitudes are immigrants from Central
Asia and the Caucasus.

Psychological studies conducted in
North American and Western Euro-
pean countries allow us to distinguish
between two fundamentally different
forms of negative attitudes towards
ethnic and racial out-groups — blatant
and subtle prejudice (Pettigrew &
Meertens, 1995). Blatant prejudice
presupposes the open expression of
negative attitudes towards the out-
group, whereas subtle prejudices inclu-
de the rejection of the out-group in a
socially acceptable manner and are a
response to the emergence of societal
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rules prohibiting discrimination based
on ethnicity/race.

Studies have shown that ethnic pre-
judice affects various aspects of inte-
rethnic perception and interaction.
However, blatant and subtle prejudice
leads to different consequences. People
who highly exhibit both blatant and
subtle prejudice call for the limiting of
ethnic out-groups’ rights and refuse to
engage in contact with them. People
who exhibit low blatant, but high sub-
tle prejudice reject ethnic out-groups
in a socially accepted way: they do not
exhibit overt hostility and thus do not
break societal norms, but at the same
time call for the limiting of ethnic
minorities’ rights in the presence of “obj-
ective reasons”. People who exhibit
neither blatant nor subtle prejudices sup-
port the rights of ethnic out-groups and
engage in contact with their members.

One of the best known methods of
measuring blatant and subtle prejudi-
ces against members of the ethnic out-
group is the Meertens and Pettigrew
questionnaire. It includes 20 questions
and statements that reflect different
aspects of the negative attitude
towards minorities by the host popula-
tion: the perception of threat from the
out-group, avoiding close contact with
its representatives; recognition that
out-group representatives violate tradi-
tional values; the exaggeration of diffe-
rences between their own and the alien
ethnic out-group; the denial of positive
emotions towards the out-group.

Over the last two decades this met-
hod has been translated into German,
(Zick, 1997; Neumann & Seibt, 2001),
Dutch (Van Hiel & Merviedle, 2005),
Italian (Arcuri & Boca, 1996), Spanish
(Gonzalez-Castro, Ubillos, & Ibanez,
2009; Rodriguez et al., 2009) and a

number of other languages. It has been
used to conduct studies in Australia,
(McGrane & White, 2007), Central
(Rodriuez-Garcia & Wagner, 2009)
and North America (Adesokan et al.,
2011; Eller & Abrams, 2003; Eller,
Abrams, & Gomez, 2012; Wright et al.,
1997), and also a number of European
countries, including Germany (Cohrs
& Asbrock, 2009; Degner & Wentura,
2007, 2008, 2010; Eyssel & Ribas, 2012;
Gawronski, 2002; Gawronski, Geschke,
& Banse, 2003; Geschke et al., 2010;
Hofmann et.al., 2008; Keller, 2005;
Kessler et al., 2010; Kuchenbrandt,
Eyssel, & Seidel, 2013; Mummendey,
Klink, & Brown, 2001; Petersen &
Dietz, 2005; Pettigrew, 1997; Rangel &
Keller, 2011; Steffens, Kirschbaum, &
Glados, 2008; Stellmacher & Sommer,
2008; van Dick et al., 2004; Zick et.al.,
2001), UK (Meertens & Pettigrew,
1997, Mummendey et al., 2001; Vrij,
Akehurst, & Smith, 2003), France
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The main advantage of the
Meertens and Pettigrew questionnaire
is the complex approach to the measu-
rement of prejudice. At the same time,
it has certain limitations. The first limi-
tation is related to the structure of the
questionnaire. Different studies have
highlighted the single-factor structure
(Hofmann et al., 2008; Rangel & Keller,
2011), and the classical and modified
two-factor, three-factor (Van Hiel &
Mervielde, 2005) and some other vari-
ants (Gonzalez-Castro et al., 2009). In
the classical two-factor structure the
perception of the threat posed by the
out-group and the avoiding close con-
tact form blatant prejudices, while the
protection of cultural values, the exag-
geration of cultural differences and
denial of positive emotions form subtle
prejudices (Pettigrew & Meertens,
1995, 2001). In a modified two-factor
structure the first factor is formed by
the perception of threat from the out-
group, the avoidance of close contact,
the protection of cultural values and
the denial of positive emotions while
the second is formed by the exaggera-
tion of cultural differences (Coenders
Scheepers, Sniderman, & Verberk, 2001).

The second limitation is related to
the content of the individual scales.
Several items of the questionnaire
which work well in some countries, lose
their meaning in others (Gonzalez-Cas-
tro et al., 2009; Rodriguez et al., 2009).
Consequently, modified versions of the
Meertens and Pettigrew have been
created. Such differences suggest the
cultural specificity of prejudice against
migrants and as a consequence, the
need to adapt the Meertens and
Pettigrew methodology for each parti-
cular culture. Our study adapts this
questionnaire for a Russian sample and

determines its structural and criterial
validity. The adaptation of the que-
stionnaire included the pilot study and
the main study.

Pilot study

Sample. At the pilot study 354 peop-
le participated, age 18-63 years, 122
men and 232 women. All respondents
identified themselves as “Russian” or
“Slavs”.

Method. The original version of the
questionnaire by Pettigrew (Pettigrew
& Meertens, 1995) was translated into
Russian. The composition of the state-
ments was adjusted with the help of
proficient English speakers. From the
total pool of questions one question
was deleted concerning the attitude of
the respondent to his grandson possib-
ly having a different skin color. The
question was removed because, in our
view, it is irrelevant for the Russian
sample. The final version included 19
items that formed five subscales: the
perceived threat from the out-group
(PT), the avoidance of close contact
(ACC), the protection of traditional
values (PTV), the exaggeration of cul-
tural differences (ECD), the denial of
positive emotions (DPE). The first,
second and third subscales included
statements, with which the respondent
could agree or disagree. At the same
time, the fourth and fifth subscales
included questions which had the res-
pondent evaluate members of the out-
group on a scale of “completely diffe-
rent” to “completely similar” and “very
seldom” to “very often”. Furthermore,
the second, fourth and fifth subscales
were inverse. When analyzing the
results of the inverse subscales, their
values were overturned. With this
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technique, respondents rated their atti-
tude towards one of two groups, mig-
rants from the North Caucasus or
Central Asia. Accordingly, the text of
the questionnaires used the expressions
“migrants from the North Caucasus”
and “migrants from Central Asia.”

Results

The analysis of the results was per-
formed using confirmatory factor ana-
lysis in the statistical package MPlus.
The study analyzed the structural vali-
dity of the three theoretical models: the
one-factor model, in which all the sta-
tements comprise the general ethnic
prejudice factor (model A); the classic
two-factor model, in which the state-
ments make up the blatant and subtle
prejudice factors (model B); and the
five-factor model, in which the state-
ments comprise five distinct dimen-
sions of ethnic prejudice (model C).
Models A and B were taken from the
Pettigrew and Meertens study that
tested the methodology. Model C was
added in the course of our study. In this
case we assumed that Russian respon-
dents do not make the distinction bet-
ween blatant and subtle prejudices, but
also don’t unite them into one factor.

The results showed that the original
version of the methodology has a low
structural validity (Table 1). CFI para-

meters vary from 0.605 for the two-fac-
tor model to 0.766 for the five-factor
model; RMSEA parameters vary from
0.102 for the two-factor model to 0.077
for the five-factor model.

The consistency of different subsca-
les was also low: the perceived threat
from the out-group (a = 0.632), the
avoidance of close contact (a = 0.641),
the protection of traditional values
(a=10.358), the exaggeration of cultu-
ral differences (a = 0.616) and the
denial of positive emotions (a = 0.650).
This is due to the fact that a number of
items “fell out” from the factor structu-
re of the methodology. Therefore, in the
next phase of cultural adaptation a
modified version of the questionnaire
was created.

Main study

Sample. At the second stage of the
study 402 people participated, age
1678 years (M = 35, SD = 14), 40%
men. All respondents identified them-
selves as “Russian” or “Slavs”.

Method. Study participants comple-
ted a questionnaire, which consisted of
four parts: ethnic prejudice, ethnic
identity, deprivation, and intensity of
contact with out-groups’ members.

Prejudice towards migrants. The que-
stionnaire used in the main version of
the study differed from the original

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Meertens and Pettigrew version of the
questionnaire by three parameters.

First, all items were formulated as
statements. This was done to ensure
that the grammatical structure of the
items would not encourage respon-
dents to similarly answer the questions
that form a single subscale.

Secondly, items were excluded from
the questionnaire that during the pilot
phase of the study were weakly associa-
ted with the respective subscales.

Third, the questionnaire included
additional statements reflecting the
specifics of Russian ethnic prejudice. To
do this, a content analysis of articles in
Russian popular print media and dis-
cussion forums with nationalist orien-
tations was conducted. The final ver-
sion of the questionnaire consisted of
28 statements that form six subscales
(discourse analysis has shown that res-
pondents make a distinction between
the economic and physical threat posed
by the out-group):

The perceived economic threat from
the out-group (PET). This subscale
includes five statements concerning
economic dangers posed by migrants
(see Appendix 1, items 1 to 5).

The perceived physical threat from
the out-group (PPT). This subscale
includes five statements concerning
physical danger posed by migrants (see
Appendix 1, items 6 to 10).

The avoidance of close contact
(ACC). This subscale includes 5 state-
ments reflecting the willingness of res-
pondent to engage in close relations
with migrants (see Appendix 1, items
11 to 15).

The perceived problems in adapta-
tion (PPA). This subscale was included
in the method instead of the “protec-
ting traditional values” subscale. It

includes 5 statements reflecting the
desire of migrants to stay isolated and
unwillingness to communicate with the
local population (see Appendix 1, items
16 to 20).

The exaggeration of cultural diffe-
rences (ECD). This subscale consisted
of 6 statements about the similarity
between migrants and the local popula-
tion (see Appendix 1, items 21 to 26).

The denial of positive emotions
(DPE). This subscale included two state-
ments regarding the extent to which mig-
rants cause positive emotions in the res-
pondent, namely sympathy and empathy
(see Appendix 1, items 27 to 28).

The first, second and third subscale
reflect blatant, and the fourth, fifth and
sixth — subtle prejudices. As in the ori-
ginal version the third, fifth and sixth
subscales were inverse. In processing
the results of the inverse scale were
overturned.

Respondents filled in one of two
questionnaires measuring prejudice
towards migrants from the Caucasus or
Central Asia. Answers used a five-point
scale ranging from 1 — “strongly disa-
gree” to 5 — “strongly agree.”

Ethnic identity. To measure identifi-
cation with “Russian” ethnicity a que-
stionnaire developed by Leach and col-
leagues (Leach et al., 2008) was used,
adapted for the Russian sample. It
included 14 statements that form five
subscales: “self-stereotyping” (e.g.,
“I have a lot in common with the avera-
ge Russian”), “in-group homogeneity”
(e.g., “There are many similarities bet-
ween Russians”), “satisfaction” (e.g.,
“I am glad that I am Russian”), “solidari-
ty” (“I feel a connection with Russians”)
and “centrality” (“I often think that I'm
Russian.”) The first and second subscale
form the factor “self-determination”
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and the third, fourth and fifth subscales
form the factor “personal contribu-
tion”. For answers a seven-point scale
was used, ranging from 1 — “strongly
disagree” to 7 — “strongly agree.” The
results demonstrated adaptation relia-
bility when measuring ethnic identi-
fication (2 = 98.59, df = 71, p < 0.05,
CFI = 0.965, RMSEA = 0.052)
(Agadullina & Lovakov, 2013).

Relative deprivation. Respondents
answered two questions: “In your opi-
nion, in the last 5 years how much has
the economic well-being of Russians
improved or deteriorated in compari-
son with migrants living in Russia”, and
“In your opinion, in the last 5 years
how much has the economic well-being
of Russians improved or deteriorated in
comparison with other people living in
Russia “. The answer was in the form of
a 5-point scale ranging from “1”7 —
“deteriorated significantly” to “5” —
“significantly improved (Pettigrew &
Meertens, 1995).

Contacts with representatives of
other groups. Respondents answered
four questions about the number of fri-
ends among (a) migrants, (b) people of
other nationalities, (¢) other religions,
and (d) members of another social
class. Each time they could choose one
of three options: “no”, “some” or “a lot
(Pettigrew & Meertens, 1995).

Results

Structural validity of the question-
naire for measuring ethnic prejudice.
To verify the factor structure of the
modified version of the questionnaire a
confirmatory factor analysis was con-
ducted with Mplus. During the analy-
sis the validity of five models was chec-
ked (Table 2): the one-factor model, in

which all the statements comprise the
general ethnic prejudice factor (model A);
the classic two-factor model, in which
the statements make up the blatant and
subtle prejudice factors (model B); the
modified two-factor model (model C);
the six-factor model in which the state-
ments comprise six various dimensions
of ethnic prejudice (model D) and the
five-factor model, which excludes the
“Denial of positive emotions” factor
(model E). Models A and B were bor-
rowed from the Pettigrew and
Meertens study, model C — from the
Coenders study, both of which tested
the structural validity of the method.
Models D and E were added in the
course of our study.

The results of confirmatory analysis
(Table 2) show that the single-factor
(model A) (x? = 2253.880, df = 350, p <
0.001, CFI = 0.556, RMSEA = 0.116),
the classical two-factor (model B)
(x> = 1678.598, df = 349, p < 0.001,
CFI =0.690, RMSEA = 0.097) and the
modified two-factor model (C) ()2 =
=1560.018, df = 349 p < 0.001, CFI =
=0.717, RMSEA = 0.093) have low
structural validity. Higher structural
validity is demonstrated by to model D,
which distinguishes between six diffe-
rent dimensions of prejudice (x? =
=698.594, df = 335 p < 0.001 CFI =
=0.915, RMSEA = 0.052). The grea-
test structural validity is attributed to
the five-factor model E (Figure 1, ¥? =
=633.370, df = 289, p < 0.001 CFI ==
RMSEA = 0.054). Thus, during further
analysis the scale with five dimensions
of prejudice was considered.

Table 3 shows the descriptive stati-
stics of the scales of ethnic prejudice
and the correlation between them. The
results suggest that the coordination of
subscales for the entire sample ranges

from 0.70 (subscale “the perceived pro-
blems in adaptation”) to 0.87 (subsca-
les “the perceived physical threat” and
“the exaggeration of cultural differen-
ces”). However, when measuring pre-
judice against migrants from Central
Asia the consistency of subscales was
higher than with migrants from the
Caucasus.

Several subscales of the question-
naire are correlated. For the full sam-

ple, the correlation coefficient ranges
from rs = 0.20 to 0.69. However, the
degree of correlation between the sub-
scales of the questionnaire varies
depending on which out-group is the
object of prejudice. Various compo-
nents of prejudice against migrants
from Central Asia are more strongly
related to each other than the compo-
nents of prejudice against migrants
from the Caucasus.

Criterial validity of the question-
naire. To measure the criterial validity
three indicators were used which in
other studies, were related to the level
of prejudice: ethnic identity, relative
deprivation and the number of friends
among the out-groups. To determine
the criterial validity a correlation ana-
lysis was performed between these
indicators and subscales of prejudice.
The results are shown in Table 4.

They show that all the components
of prejudice toward migrants are rela-
ted to in-group identification with the
group “Russian”. The correlation coef-
ficients for the total sample varied in
the range of s = 0.23 to 0.39. At the
same time, the in-group identity is
associated with stronger prejudices
towards migrants from Central Asia
than towards migrants from the
Caucasus.

Furthermore, prejudice towards
migrants is related to the level of relati-
ve deprivation. The correlation coeffi-
cients for the total sample ranged from
rs = 0.19 to 0.43. An exception is the
subscale the exaggeration of cultural
differences. However, the strength of
this connection also depends on the
out-group. Relative deprivation is more

strongly associated with prejudice aga-
inst migrants from Central Asia than
with prejudice against migrants from
the Caucasus. This primarily concerns
the subscale the exaggeration of cultu-
ral differences.

Finally, ethnic prejudices are related
to the intensity of contact with the out-
group. The weakest link is observed
between the intensity of exposure and
the subscale the perceived problems in
adaptation, and the strongest between
the intensity of contact and the exagge-
ration of cultural differences. However,
this relationship depends on the out-
group: prejudice against migrants from
Central Asia is more strongly related to
the intensity of contact than prejudice
against migrants from the Caucasus.
This primarily concerns the subscales
the perceived economic threat, the per-
ceived physical threat, the avoiding
close contact and the perceived pro-
blems of adaptation, but not the the
exaggeration of cultural differences
subscale.

Discussion

Our study was focused on the cultu-
ral adaptation of the Pettigrew and

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Meertens questionnaire designed to
measure ethnic prejudice. The advanta-
ges of this technique include the ability
to use it to measure both blatant and
subtle prejudices against ethnic groups.
However, research showed that the
content and structure of this technique
have cultural characteristics. This is
clearly seen when comparing the ver-
sion adapted for the Russian sample,
with the version used in Western
European studies.

First, the Russian version includes
two different components related to
the threat posed by the out-group -
economic and physical threat. The idea
of introducing into the methodology
items related to economic threat was
born during the content analysis of
Russian print media. It demonstrated
that the economic aspect of the rela-
tionship with migrants is touched on in
public discussions as frequently as the
aspect related to their effect on the
lives and health of the local population.
Of course, the subscale of the perceived
economic and physical threats are
strongly correlated with each other.
However the estimation of the econo-
mic threat is greater than that of the
physical threat, and this applies to both
prejudice against migrants from
Central Asia and migrants from the
Caucasus.

Second, the Russian version of the
questionnaire is missing the subscale
the protecting traditional values,
which was replaced by the subscale the
perceived problems of adaptation. This
was done based on the first phase of the
study, which showed that in the minds
of Russian respondents the idea of mig-
rants not making enough effort is not
related to the inability of migrants to
adapt to the host community. This is

probably due to the weak prevalence of
the Protestant work ethic in Russia,
which were reflected in the original
version of the questionnaire. As a
result, adaptation to the host commu-
nity is not seen as the result of systema-
tic effort and hard work. Because the
content analysis showed that one of the
key topics discussed in relation to mig-
ration is cultural adaptation and not
lack of effort, this subscale was inclu-
ded in the modified version of the que-
stionnaire.

Third, the new version of the met-
hodology included an extended subsca-
le of the avoidance of close contact. It
included statements concerning wil-
lingness to have a relationship with a
migrant as a friend, colleague or
neighbor. This was done in order to
allow for different levels of communica-
tion. The high consistency of this sub-
scale suggests that prejudices are asso-
ciated with either willingness to have
contact or refusal to do so.

Fourthly, the subscale the denial of
positive emotions was excluded from
the modified version of the question-
naire. The low internal consistency of
this subscale indicates that admiration
and sympathy reflect two fundamental-
ly different attitudes towards migrants.
Admiration suggests a positive attitude
towards a powerful, high-status group,
while sympathy — a weak, low status
one.

Overall, this study demonstrated
the structural validity of a modified
version of the Pettigrew and Meertens
questionnaire, which includes five
separate subscales. These subscales are
related to three criterial variables:
identification ~ with the group
“Russian”, the intensity of contact with
the out-group, and relative deprivation.
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Counterintuitively, the stronger the
ethnic identification, the more a person
has friends among the out-group, the
lower the relative deprivation, the
greater the prejudice towards migrants.
However, the degree of connection bet-
ween these indicators and prejudice
depends on the out-group. Prejudice
against migrants from the Caucasus is
more weakly related to Russian identi-
ty, the intensity of contact and relative
deprivation than prejudice against mig-
rants from Central Asia. Apparently,
this is due to the fact that prejudice
against migrants from the Caucasus has
become a kind of “cultural norm.” Tt

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Abstract

The article offers a comprehensive framework for analyzing and diagnosing the roles played in
the Karpman drama triangle by using analysis of the states, behaviors, secondary gains, payoffs
and marker words. The framework considers and describes specific instruments to step out of the
script and possibilities of using those instruments in counseling. The author substantiates the
potential of Overcoming Self, which is a particular formation within the Adult Ego-state that
leads the subject towards an autonomous, realistic and responsible attitude to life and over-
coming difficult life situations. The article demonstrates that in the process of communication all
three roles are simultaneously played: while one of the roles is on stage, the other two thereafter;
the main role gives way to one of the background roles. The foundation of the author’s models
of entering and exiting dependent relationships is Berne's theory of Transactional Analysis and
V. Petrovskiy's multisubject approach. Both those theories help to demonstrate that one of the
most important objectives for the counseling therapist is to reinforce and strengthen the client’s
Self through the client’s undertaking of responsibility, for himself in the first place and thereafter
for the lives of others (family, business and those surrounding him). The research demonstrates
that in order to break the Gordian knot of the drama triangle, the counseling therapist needs to
create such an environment, in which the client can reveal the inanity of script patterns and
move from being dependent to forming, maintaining and relying on one’s own self as an integral
subject through strengthening of the Overcoming Self. Choosing a responsible attitude, the
client takes over her behavior and gets the opportunity to see herself as the author of her life
events.

Keywords: the drama triangle, the Overcoming Self, counseling, responsibility, difficult situa-
tions, coping, coping behavior, emotional "flutter”.

When analyzing and examining the  vector directions. On the external level
communication process one comes it is a general communication process,
across its multilevel nature and diverse ~ which combines all the possibilities of
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verbal and nonverbal expression, while
on the internal level it is the psycholog-
ical component, which can combine
many different (often contradictory)
motivational tendencies. It is particu-
larly keenly revealed in a therapeutic
setting or a coaching session', where an
entire theater of actions evolves with
its director, multitude of actors and
spectators. During counseling sessions
subtle plotlines often surface, in which
myriads of forms of transactions and
their intertwinings unfold and detangle
in the art of counseling relationship.
Psychology considers many different
ways of understanding and analyzing
communication. This article centers on
one of those internal psychological
processes hidden behind the communi-
cation veil: the Karpman drama trian-
gle (Karpman, 1968).

Although the Karpman model is
highly popular in literature on practical
psychology (Badkhen et al., 2006), it is
mostly described in general terms.
Most authors present only a short
overview of the model, focusing on the
moments in which switches between
roles occur (for example, alone/social,
near/far, open/closed (Berne, 1972))
and on the necessity to step out of the
triangle. The wide use of the drama tri-
angle is possibly due to the popularity
of transactional analysis founded by E.
Berne (Berne, 1961), the ideas of which
underlie the model.

The model itself describes three
habitual psychological roles, which
people change depending on the
situation:

— the role of the Victim, in which
the performer projects the causes of

problems and sufferings onto other
people, events and circumstances;

—the role of the Persecutor, in
which one pressurizes, forces and
persecutes the victim;

— the role of the Rescuer, in which
one interferes out of a seeming willing-
ness to help.

As S. Karpman demonstrates, being
inside the triangle is the negative alter-
native of organising one’s life. It leads
to the reinforcement of possible tragic
outcomes of dependent behavior. As
mentioned above, available literature
rarely offers a comprehensive descrip-
tion of the model. Even those available
most often provide neither detailed
analysis of vocal and behavioral indica-
tors that characterize the roles nor the
potentialities of a large number of tech-
niques and communication approaches,
which could allow stepping out of the
drama triangle.

To fill this shortage, 1 focus my
research on the possibility of highlight-
ing key elements that allow to detect
and comprehend how clients and coun-
selors entangle within a scripted
process and a means by which such
communications lead the counseling
process into a constructive mode. The
general scheme of the setting is arrange
so as to get the person out of roleplay-
ing. However it is important to distin-
guish, examine and comprehend also
the alternative to the drama triangle,
and see what substance can be devel-
oped beyond the triangle, the substance
being operationalized in this research
via the Overcoming Self (Shmeley,
2011) the main characteristics of which
are autonomy and a responsible and

realistic approach to life. This will
allow both beginning and practicing
counselors to understand how the
above mentioned trio of roles unfolds,
to define its focal elements in order to
be able to choose the most appropriate
techniques for working with each spe-
cific case, and to build a possible algo-
rithm for working with the client
beyond the script of dependence by
actualizing the Adult Ego-state. The
abundance of literature on counseling
and psychotherapy provides many
descriptions of the role music of this
trio with its flow onto the tragic
requiem of consequences. What notes
create this drama and how to pick up
each role’s music is the subject of this
paper.

The main objectives of this research
include: 1) for each role to distinguish
the key indicator that would allow
diagnosis of the role; 2) to analyze and
describe the possible ways of stepping
out of the Karpman drama triangle;
3) as an alternative to the drama trian-
gle to substantiate the possibilities of
strengthening the Overcoming Self in
the Adult Ego-state. As basis for build-
ing the models I use E. Berne’s theory

of transactional analysis and V. Petrov-
skiy’s multisubject approach.

The drama triangle particularly
acutely reveals itself in working with
dependent (Moskalenko, 2014) and
codependent (Emelyanova, 2004) peo-
ple, and more broadly with any who
externalize and transfers the causes of
anything happening in their life onto
external events, factors, people and cir-
cumstances; any who are accustomed
to looking for justification for actions
and consequences beyond their area of
responsibility. As in any psychological
script, here too one role switches to
another, sets change, while at the heart
remains an impressive tripartite
Gordian knot of characters, dramatic
for all involved.

The triangle is not a static but a
variable formation of the communica-
tion process. It is like a molecule, atoms
of which form specific connections thus
allowing one not only to internally play
those roles, but involve others within
the triangle, cementing those relation-
ships not just in the internal psycholog-
ical space, but also externally in build-
ing relationships. Let us depict this dia-
grammatically (Figure 1).

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In developing his model S.
Karpman rested upon E. Berne’s theo-
ry and devised the unfolding of a game,
the whole drama of possible intertwin-
ings and consequences of script pat-
terns both in the client’s life and in
communication with the counselor. In
constructing the model the author
does not focus on detailed and in-
depth analysis of each role, their inter-
nal causes and distinguishing vocal
manifestations. In my research, to
expand and supplement the author’s
conception, I identify indicators,
which allow to examine specific char-
acteristics of each position: the state
and feelings one experiences, actions
one takes while experiencing those

states and feelings, secondary gains
one gets while playing a particular role,
payoffs one has to pay for playing that
role (consequences) and specific mark-
er works. These indicators were identi-
fied based on the ego-states that Berne
determined (Child, Adult, and Parent)
(Berne, 2010). Each of those ego-states
has its emotional, behavioral, mental
and verbal manifestations (Stewart &
Jones, 1987). The Adult Ego-state, as
singled out by E. Berne, allows seeing
the destructive script- and game-free
personality in its autonomy, integrity
and maturity.

Let us have a closer look at each of
the Karpman drama triangle roles

(Table 1).

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Victims like to prove themselves
right’. Their communication style has a
pronounced leitmotif: nothing depends
on them, they are living a hard life filled
with absence of happiness, suffering
and tragic circumstances. To them a
circumstance or a situation can be both
an external factor, such as people and
events, or an internal one, like illness,
bad inheritances (genes), consequences
of upbringing, absence of education,
etc. From others they expect compas-
sion. To get that compassion they have
intricate and shrewd stories filled with
myriads of illustrations of their pro-
found unhappiness and hard life. Their
focus of attention is in the past. The
future is often thought of as difficult

and hopeless. Any interventions and
actions of the counselor aimed at rais-
ing the client’s awareness of his respon-
sibility will be perceived by the Victim
with resistance. As a result, client’s pre-
ferred defense mechanisms and coping
strategies will come on stage. He will
play his victimhood in all its tragedy
and yearning for compassion and coun-
selor’s advice. Schematically the Vic-
tim position can be described as follows
(Figure 2): Circumstances will deter-
mine and predetermine the person’s
actions and prevail over the client’s
weak and vulnerable Self.

Victim’s speech is rich with describ-
ing personal experience in terms of
“problems”. The plotline of their talk is

? Rightfulness — an aim that ensures steady direction of actions and gets expressed in the tenden-

cy to complete an action in any circumstances, thus leading at times to rigid behavior. Rightfulness is

expressed as a consecutive system of stereotypical operations with use of habitual means. It includes:

1) a cognitive component (evaluation of the situation from the point of “this is the only right way”),
2) affective component (the emotional image of what is right), 3) behavioral component (habitual
actions towards the object that is being evaluated). As an illustration of rightfulness one can refer to
1. Krylov’s fable The Swan, the Pike and the Crab, in which each of the characters hauls the load in his
own direction without agreement and consideration of the common goal, thus upholding his or her

own rightfulness.

filled with images of tragedies. Their
perception is clouded with emotional
experiences of hopelessness, disap-
pointment, offence, sadness, etc. Their
entire life is one big stage for Suffering
and Surviving under the pressure of
intolerable circumstances. As soon as
the exterior and conditions change, for
example, the interlocutor demonstrates
some kind of weakness, a switch in the
position takes place: a different role
comes on stagen (for example, the role
of the Rescuer). Let us have a closer
look at this role (Table 2).

A Rescuer is another side of the
triad, which makes semblance in rela-
tionships, both with the counselor and
others, of willingness to help and sup-
port. This role is very typical of people,
who would like to cover their inner
side, the role of the victim, with the
willingness to rescue. They are experts
practically in every area: they know
how to build the right relationship, how
to cure and provide psychological sup-
port in the right way, how to rescue vic-

tims in the right way, and how to live in
the right way. It is important for them
to demonstrate their professionalism
and expertise in dealing with difficult
situations. They are assertive and don’t
seek invitations when offering their
help. A Rescuer needs to be aware of
significant events in lives of other peo-
ple.

Psychologically Rescuers live other
people’s lives. Their need to help others
is rooted in their deeply injured person-
al autonomy. They depend on their role
of a Rescuer and feel they are needed,
useful and important only when they
offer advice and “care”. Often their be-
havior is extremely obsessive. Inquired
or not, they can show or explain how to
behave in a “right” way in one or anoth-
er situation. A specific characteristic of
their manifestations is the defense
mechanism of denigrating. When a
Rescuer changes her counselor she will
be telling the new one how wrongly the
setting was organized and how the
prior specialist was not following her

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advice, thus switching from the role of
a Rescuer to the role of a Victim or
Persecutor. Let us look more closely at
the role of the Persecutor (Table 3).

A Persecutor is full of resentment
and “righteous” indignation. All his
aspirations are aimed at punishing the
victim. The Persecutor stands for truth
and “justice”. Often such people are
fanatical and prone to upholding ideas.
The Persecutor lacks flexibility and the
ability to view a situation from differ-
ent perspectives. He is profoundly
dependent on and attached to his limit-
ing directives (e.g. “rightfulness”) and
convictions. In a counseling session
this role quite brightly manifests in the
abundance of negative feelings and
emotions towards people or situations.

All three roles base on a matryoshka
principle: each role includes the other
two. Just like clockwork under the
influence of circumstances they wind
each other up and alternate. E. Berne
pointed out that there exist an Exe-
cutive and a Real Self. V. Petrovskiy, in

his analysis of Karpman’s model, sug-
gests that one triangle, played by the
Executive Self, contains another trian-
gle, which is played by the Real Self
(Petrovskiy, 2006). Developing on that
suggestion I hypothesize that the third
role is implicitly present in the drama
as well awaiting its part to come when
the decorations change. While one of
the roles enacts its character, the other
two perform in the background creat-
ing the necessary space for the main
role to actualize. Then the main role
fades into the background and a new
one comes on stage. Thus the coun-
selor’s task is not only to diagnose the
roles played, but also to track the con-
ditions under which the switch from
one position to the other occurs. It is
important for the counselor to detect
the trigger, the con (or cons) that
launches the game.

What are the possibilities for the
counselor not to step into a game and
not to play the drama triangle together
with the client? The answer lies in the

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essence of the triad, in which neither of
the players takes responsibility and
manipulatively abdicates it to others. It
is responsibility that becomes in a way
an indicator, which allows evaluating
whether the person is inside or outside
the script (Lister-Ford, 2002), how
adequately she perceives reality and
whether she uses manipulation to
defend her point. Hence, the following
common basis for all three roles can be
distinguished: escaping responsibility,
absence of contact with reality, manip-
ulation, upholding one’s rightfulness.
Once outside the drama triangle the
counselor’s objective is to strengthen
and reinforce client’s Adult Ego-state,
which is identified and operationalized
in this research via the Overcoming
Self. The Overcoming Self is character-
ized by responsible and realistic
approach to life and the ability to build
profound dialogic relationships. The

reinforcement of the client’s Over-
coming Self can become a good basis
and a possible indicator of an effective
counseling process. Table 4 provides a
more detailed view of the Overcoming
Self.

One of the most important tasks of
the counselor becomes the strengthen-
ing and reinforcement of the Self of the
client via the client’s undertaking of
responsibility for his own self, his life
and the situation in the first place, and
then for the lives of others (family,
business, people surrounding him).
A psychotherapist or a coach needs to
keep in mind that when the client
becomes aware of her capabilities and
inner strength of the Self, which stems
out of personal authorship in the the-
ater of life, it “brings the person back
home to herself”. As a result, the client
takes control of her behavior and gets
the opportunity to become the author

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and painter of her own life events and
to organize life based on her own choic-
es and decisions. A new context for
many plots draws up, the personal
potential for creation and co-creation
gets unlocked, activity unfolds, thus
allowing to direct that activity into
fruitful practices and onto the achieve-
ment of set goals with use of all avail-
able resources, both external and those
present in the client’s psychological
armory. The Self here appears not as a
weak and suffering formation, but as a
responsible and the Overcoming Self,
which is capable of consciously unfold-
ing its activity, making thought-out
decisions and taking responsibility for
own choices and acts.

With respect to events the Over-
coming Self demands use of own efforts
and in consort with them fulfills its
capacities in overcoming difficult life
situations. Meanwhile, it is important
to mention that the client might feel
fear, apprehension and anxiety with
respect to his decisions and actions
taken in the chain of events and there
might be many negative shades in his
inner dialog. He can under- or over-
estimate his abilities. However, “con-
nectivity” with own decision, responsi-
bility and focus on what is important
for the person to create and achieve,
becomes a keystone and a support in
the subject’s decision to surmount all
internal and external attacks of emo-
tional “flutter”, take risks and achieve

what is truly important and a priority
for him. Here the Self becomes a
“capacity of its own self” (Staro-
voitenko, 2013), a source for choosing
actions aimed at resolving difficulties.
It is important to note that client’s
activity in such a plot can unfold both
inside the logic of the problem situa-
tion and beyond that logic (in the met-
alogic, i.e. taking into consideration
that the situation is part of a broader
context, to solve the problem one needs
to proceed to a metaposition and rise
above the situation), and its vector is
directed at solutions, which are dictat-
ed by the goals of the subject.
Schematically described, the process
would pass the following stages:

1. Taking the situation as it is.

2. Selecting a goal (vizualizing the
“image of what is possible as a prototype
of the real” (Petrovskiy, 2010)), out of
all possibilities (internal and external)
choosing new ways of acting in the situ-
ation, making decisions and taking
responsibility to fulfill those actions.

3. Proceeding to taking the devoted
actions and risk (for further details see
V. Petrovskiy’s A Model for Ascending
Risk (Petrovskiy, 2010)). It is impor-
tant to note here that the goal lies
beyond the problem situation. Achie-
ving it requires the person to get out of
the comfort zone of her Self and step
into the risk zone (emotional “flutter”).

A case in family counseling can
illustrate the process. For example, a

* Flutter is a strong oscillation of the aircraft as it reaches certain critical speed at which the cen-

ter of flexure and the center of pressure do not concur. For a long time the supersonic barrier could not

be broken due to flutter. Nevertheless, it was successfully broken in 1947 by Chuck Yeager, a courage-

ous pilot who increased the speed of the aircraft at a speed at which his predecessors would drop it. As

he passed through flutter and broke the supersonic he found himself in silence and enjoyed his victo-

ry and the pleasure of flying.
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woman is telling about her conflict
with her husband. If the counselor
makes long inquiries into the essence of
the conflict, with detailed analysis of all
the nuances of feelings and experiences
with that regard, it can lead to further
frustration and escalate the conflict.
Certainly, the woman will share her
sufferings and play the drama triangle
by all means. As a possible response the
counselor can ask what is important for
the client to create with her husband,
and what new relationship she would
like to build. In that case the focus
shifts from the problem situation to
possible solutions, which lie beyond
that situation. As the woman speaks of
how she sees new relations, there
emerges space to step outside the bor-
ders of the problem and move towards
the desired outcome. The situation
itself becomes a challenge for the client,
to meet which she needs to go through
an emotional “flutter” beyond which
opportunities for reaching her goal
open up. To expand this idea further
reference to V. Petrovskiy’s, The
Principle of Supra Situational Activity
needs to made. “According to this prin-
ciple, as the subject takes action
towards realizing the initial relation-
ships of his activities, he steps outside
the borders of those relationships and
eventually transforms them. Taking
action above the threshold of situation-
al necessity presents the initial charac-
teristic of activity as a moment of pro-
gressive movement.” (Petrovskiy, 2010).
“The person steps beyond the require-
ments of the situation, demonstrating
supra situational activity. In other
words, he acts above the threshold of sit-
uational activity.” (Petrovskiy, 2010).
In this case the subject gets the oppor-
tunity to expand and reinforce her Self

by incorporating the emerged potential
of achievements into the structure of
her experience and injecting the newly
opened possibilities and resources into
the tissue of her own Self. The person
discovers a new world of possibilities
via her own activities and actions
(Petrovskiy, 2010).

It is important to underline, that the
subject’s aspiration for risk in supra sit-
uational activity is “unselfish” and
“valuable by itself”, that is risk attracts
the person without assuming any par-
ticular final goal. In the counseling
process it creates a powerful resource,
which allows launching the subject’s
activity aimed at changing the situa-
tion. A psychotherapist or a coach can
ask the following questions: “In that
situation what is challenging or of risk
to you?”, “What will happen if you take
the risk in that situation?”, “What
could be the value of risk in that situa-
tion?”, “What opportunities does risk
create for you?”. The principle of supra
situational activity allows the client to
accept the possibility of an indetermi-
nate outcome (Petrovskiy, 2010).

Human tendency to take risk and
establishing conscious goals in the
process of the setting create a new con-
text that makes the client’s life more
dynamic. He discovers the possibility
of living and experiencing change, thus
he takes control of himself.

In other words, the difficult life sit-
uation itself and the possibility to go
beyond it with help of supra situational
activity become the resource to unfold
the Owvercoming Self. Setting a con-
scious goal with counselor’s support
directs development.

In terms of surmounting difficult
life situations, the Owvercoming Self
presents a particular form of coping:
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proactive coping. The essence of proac-
tive coping is that it develops before
one gets into a difficult situation. Basic
coping, which is a reactive coping, is
used to restore balance during or after
something has already happened.
Proactive coping gets actualized when
the difficult situation becomes only one
of the preparatory phases to achieve
future goals (Aspinwall, Taylor, 1997).
According to empirical data, proactive
coping is tightly connected with the
same personality characteristics as
those present in one’s notion of the
future: advanced self-control and high
self-esteem. One of the main sources of
proactive coping is the person’s emo-
tional and axiological approach to diffi-
culties in life, characterized by a direc-
tive that difficulties are challenges, and
one becomes stronger by overcoming
them. Such people generally take all
events and situations optimistically
(Belinskaya, 2009).

Figure 3 schematically shows the
concept in which Self becomes the
author of the life theater.

When the therapist or coach shifts
the focus of attention to what could lie
in client’s area of responsibility, she cre-
ates room for the Adult Ego-state to
take charge (because the Child is not
yet able to take responsibility: in Child
Ego-state actions are dictated by par-
ents. The Child then interiorizes and
folds the external parent into an inner
plan. The Adult is capable of being
responsible for himself, while the Parent
can take responsibility for others as
well.) The Adult concentrates on
searching for new opportunities and
gaining personal strengths and
resources, which gets actualized in
achieving goals. The Adult focuses not
on emotions and his righteousness, but
on the perception of the current situa-
tion, on sourcing objective information
and on his own goals. The Adult is
organised and knowledgeable, he acts as
he examines the reality, evaluates his
capabilities and analyzes the possible
outcomes of his decisions and actions.
Here the degree and level of individual
involvement, and the client’s evaluation

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of inner and outer potential, become
the other way round. This scheme
works also the other way around: if the
person has no picture of his final goal
and his actions are probationary or
abrupt, he wastes energy and exhausts
his inner resources. To avoid it, transac-
tional analysis and coaching have
developed the contractual method,
which allows the counselor to identify
and apprehend inquiries. A lot of atten-
tion is driven towards setting clearly-
stated goals, whishes and expectations
with the client, because at this stage
both parties have the opportunity to
understand the vector and direction of
the counseling process (Stuart & Jones,
1987).

Of course, degrees of manifestation
of the drama triangle differ and individ-
ual characteristics of each client will
find their way in the script pattern.
Thus apprehension of own responsibili-
ty and the degree to which each client
takes it will be expressed differently. It
is important for the counselor to be
sensible and ecological towards the
client: she needs to understand how
much the client is ready to benefit from
the counseling process.

The table below summarizes and
shows the features of each of the above
mentioned positions. It is important to
highlight that my aim was not to
describe each position’s features in full
detail. My goal was to pinpoint those
characteristics, which would help to
describe the treats inherent in a role. In
counseling practice it allows the identi-
fication of the client’s position based on
the manifestations of those characteris-
tics, and if needed, to place new empha-
sis (Table 5).

A question arises. How is is techni-
cally possible to create such conditions

so that the client’s Adult Ego-state gets
activated and takes responsibility,
choosing the position of the Over-
coming Self? Apparently a personality
dependent on role-play will negatively
react to any interventions of the coun-
selor and will consciously or subcon-
sciously display a broad variety of his
manipulative skills. To create the above
mentioned conditions there are number
of modes of communication, part of
which are presented below.

1.1t is important to stimulate the
client to think by himself about the
possibilities he has (although he might
not picture those possibilities yet), by
asking questions like “What possibili-
ties do (did) you have to come out of
that situation? You have most probably
thought of some of them, and even
maybe have already done something?”

2. To ask a refining question to one
of the client’s keywords. For example,
the client says, “Only you can help me
with this problem. If you don’t help me,
I'm dead!” The counselor can ask a
question and specify how exactly she
can help him.

3. Transferring responsibility: “In
this situation what are you ready to take
responsibility for?”, “In this situation,
what is under your responsibility?”

4. A coaching method, in which the
question addresses the future of the
client: the expected results and goals of
the counseling process or what is
important for the client to create in
communication with others or in rela-
tion to something (for example, in rela-
tion to his illnesses): “What would you
like to get as an outcome?”, “What
result is important for you to achieve?”,
“What is your goal?”

5. Focusing on the difficulty: “What
could be of value in that you take the

risk and take responsibility for this
situation?”

6. Express the need for clarification:
“I do not understand what you mean.”
This method allows the client to search
for new ways to formulate what he wants
to say, based on which the counselor can
bring the client out of the triangle by
transferring responsibility to her.

7. Awareness: “What are you doing
right now?”, “What is happening
between us in our communication right

now?” The counselor investigates from
a metaposition how the client plays the
drama triangle here and now and
relates it to the client’s life, examining
similar manifestations in different situ-
ational contexts. The counselor and the
client consider the consequences such
behavior can lead to and discuss what
the client is ready to take responsibility
for.

8. Breaking stereotypes: “That is
not what you wanted to say.”
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9. Commenting: “That is an inter-
esting point of view.”, “Interesting
point of view.”

10. Reframing: “The question is not
that..., but that...”

11. Appealing to the value of what
the client said: “It seems it was impor-
tant for you to tell me that.”

12. A Gestalt therapy method: “Stay
with what you said.”, “How does what
you say now relate to your life?”, “How
one can relate what you say to areas of
your life? How does it manifest within
the family, at work and among-
friends...?”

13. Encodement’ as one of the best
antithesis to games: “Please rephrase. It
is important for me..”, “At times the
hunter and the prey switch...”, “How
about bringing it to the open?”, “Who
am I to you in that situation?” (Pet-
rovskiy, 2011).

This list is not exhaustive. However
it can become a good foundation for a
practicing counselor. The important
thing here is not so much the technical
arsenal as the ability to get to the
essence of a client’s problems, inten-
tions and goals. The Gordian knots of
the drama triangle can be broken by
creating an environment, in which the
client can reveal the inanity of script
patterns, and then acquire her Self as a
“cause in itself” (Petrovskiy, 2013),
proceed from dependency to evolve-
ment, existence and reliance on herself
as an integral subject.

For the client it is important to see,
that thanks to his own subject activity
he gets the opportunity not to depend

on others but to build relationships
which allow him to find himself in his
own reflections (Petrovskiy, 2010). The
counseling environment needs to
become a place for the client to treasure
his “autonomous causality”, i.e. Self as a
“cause of itself”, where the “Self of the
individual is regarded as a subjective
form of the equality of the reflexive and
the reflected (Petrovskiy, 2010). It is a
context, in which the person opens up
new opportunities “to preserve himself,
which develop through responsibility
towards others, fulfilling obligations,
promises and duties, words, apprehen-
sion of effectiveness and productivity
of life, presence as a sustainable “signif-
icance” in other people, stories about
own self and images-self portraits, sym-
bolic comprehension and picturing of
own self” (Starovoytenko, 2013). Itis a
place, in which client’s uniqueness can
evolve. Uniqueness, which offers fertile
grounds to germinate his personality
growth, self-efficiency, authenticity
and autonomy, free in its creative man-
ifestations and self-awareness, which is
expressed in spontaneity, autonomy,
integrity, genuineness (when one
thinks, tells and does the same thing)
and sincerity in relationship to one’s
self and with others, and the adoption
of a responsivle attitude to life and an
approach to dialogue with the Other,
withcommunications which develop,
and this reinforces and expands the
depth and breadth of the Self.

In summary, unfolding the dynamics
of working with the Karpman drama
triangle, the article reviewed the roles

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played in it and demonstrated that
each role has its peculiarities and
together they form the specific melody
of a dependent trio. The connecting
thread for those relationships is the
deep trauma of personality autonomy
and inability of the subject to “summon
himself around himself”. The main
objective for the counselor to assist for
the client to become clear and aware of
his intentions and goals, and to gain
new resources in life via specific actions
and achievement of results. It is espe-
cially important to draw the client’s
attention towards the potential of
opportunities, which lie outside the
boundaries of the difficult life situation.
The client’s task is to unfold the space
of his Self towards building autono-
mous and Overcoming Self relation-
ships, which would allow him to gain
personal autonomy through taking
responsibility for his own destiny, to
make decisions to fulfill obligations and
to accept the fact that he is the author

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Abstract

Starting from the theory of W. James, the sense of bodily changes is seen as the source and the
main content of the subjective feeling. There are known many common and scientific acknowl-
edgements of this. But detection of a particular set of sensations of bodily changes, that charac-
terize even the most fundamental emotions, encounters difficulties. In the range of empirical stud-
ies, shown in the article, the relationship between the subjective feeling and the bodily changes is
placed in question. The separate issue is the role of the ability to detect one’s own feelings with the
rise of emotional reaction, as many researchers (the data of their research are also given in the arti-
cle) state that there is a direct linkage between this ability and emotionality. In this research the
subjects were asked to estimate the intensity of joy, the quantity and the intensity of bodily sen-
sations after watching two funny cartoons. While watching one of them they were allowed to
express emotions freely, and during watching another one they were asked to withhold the smile.
The order of the cartoons, the order of the instructions and the combination of each cartoon and
each instruction were balanced. For the estimation of bodily sensations the subjects were offered
an open list of sensations. The emotional intelligence and the level of alexithymia were also meas-
ured. We found out that the correlations between the subjective feeling, the quantity and the
intensity of bodily sensations disappear when subjects withhold the expression of emotions. The
contrast of means with and without the ban to express joy shows that the evaluation of the inten-
sity of subjective feelings does not change under the influence of the ban, while the values of the
intensity of bodily sensations grow significantly. As the ban to express joy did not lead to the pro-
portionate change of the values of joy and the intensity of bodily sensations, but only to disap-
pearance of correlations between these variables, the inference can be done that the sensation of
bodily changes is only a correlate of subjective feeling that does not determine its content.

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Abstract

The research shows an attempt to explore the relationships of emotional intelligence and
speed of emotional information processing. Following foreign researchers, who draw parallel
between psychometric and emotional intelligence in relationship to speed of information pro-
cessing, we assume that the basis of individual differences in emotional intelligence lies in speed
of emotional information processing. 104 subjects took part in the research. For the measurement
of emotional processing we used emotional Stroop task, task on emotional visual search and dot
probe task. Emotional intelligence was measured with one self-report (questionnaire EmIn) and
one test (videotest) method. Statistically significant correlations of emotional intelligence were
found for emotional Stroop task (negative correlations with the scales “Management of emotions
of others” and “Interpersonal emotional intelligence” and positive correlations with the scale
“Sensitivity to orientation emotions”), as well as for the two measures of emotional visual search
task (negative correlations of difference in response time in finding angry faces between joyful
ones and anger against the background of neutral expression with the measures of videotest
“Sensitivity to positive emotions with low activation”). By virtue of attained results, the auto-
matic speed-up / slowdown of processing in threat detection, as well as relative velocity of iden-
tification and effectiveness of face recognition that express joy and anger may be viewed as the
cognitive correlates of emotional intelligence. The lack of statistically significant relationships
between emotional intelligence and other measurements is interpreted as the consequence of
excessively difficult assumptions that lay in the basis of the used tasks, which hinder the revela-
tion of the relationships in interest.

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Abstract

One of the methods of study of covert mechanisms of the thinking process during the creative
problem solving is the indirect evaluation of factors that facilitate or impede the solving. One of
the most stable facilitating factors of creative problem solving and creativity is humor. The
research also shows the link between productiveness of creative (insight) problem solving and
humor. The processes that are at the basis of humor comprehension and production are in many
characteristics alike with the processes of creative problem solving. The list of similarities
includes not only affective, but also cognitive processes, which in our view are connected to the
common nature of humor and insight. This paper describes and analyzes the approaches to study
the influence of cognitive and affective processes on creative problem solving. The wide review
and the theoretical analysis compare common and diverse mechanisms of humor comprehension
and insight problem solving. On the descriptive, phenomenological level humor and insight are
connected through the instantaneousness of understanding a problem and a joke. Both phenom-
ena are essentially accompanied by positive emotions. The formal structure of verbal jokes has
significant similarity with the structure of verbal insight problems through the availability of
two contradictory scenarios. Substantively, humor and creative problem solving are connected
with the overcoming and violation of prohibitions. Thus, the question of facilitation of creative
problem solving with by humor may be studied from different positions: from the position of
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emotional arousal, from the position of cognitive adjustment of solving or from the position of
constraint relaxation.
