Arendt on Positive Freedom*

Hannah Arendt’s concept of freedom is exceptional in contemporary political theory. First, it
is positive, which puts it into opposition to the both current versions of its negative counter-
part, the liberal (Isaiah Berlin), and the republican (Quentin Skinner, Philip Pettit) concepts
of freedom. In particular, a comparison between Arendt’s and Pettit’s approaches allows es-
tablishing some striking points of antagonistic logical mirroring. Based on this, the notion of
“schools of thought” is introduced, which plays an essential role in the subsequent discussion
of Arendtian realism. Second, although Arendt’s theory of freedom shares features that are
common to the major continental thinkers, like Martin Heidegger, Gilles Deleuze, or Alain
Badiou, her solution to the problem of freedom aligns her closer to the liberals. Third, I argue
that one should consider this logical irregularity as evidence in favor of her political real-
ism, rather than a trivial inconsistency. This realism is the genuinely exceptional part of her
legacy, which may guide us eventually, with modifications applied, to a paradigm shift in the
current political philosophy. Finally, I present an evaluation of her solution to the problem
of freedom, and a brief follow-up to some seemingly-out-of-place Arendtian notions, such
as “excellence” and “elite” Although in the final analysis, her solution seems to be artificial, it
opens up a new promising area of research related to the notion of “benevolent excellence”

The originality of Arendt’s views on freedom

Arendt’s position on freedom is exceptional. Luckily, the reasons for its separateness
seem rather trivial to explain. A quasi-standard account of the state of affairs in the con-
temporary theory of freedom has been established, having been crystallized after Isaiah
Berlin’s seminal lecture “Two Concepts of Liberty” (1958) (Berlin, Harris, 2002). Accord-
ing to this, there are two concepts of liberty that have manifested throughout Western
history, the negative and the positive. Berlin himself was an adherent of the negative
concept, defining freedom negatively as non-interference. Moreover, he demanded that
liberal political philosophy should refrain from using or appealing to a positive concept
of freedom. One cannot say that he did not succeed in convincing his peers. Since then,

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in the English-speaking political philosophy, few scholars' has proposed a positive con-
cept. It has come to the point where some theorists began to doubt the very existence of
an alternative to the negative understanding of freedom, arguing that a single concept of
liberty, i.e., the negative, was more than sufficient (see: MacCallum, 1967; Nelson, 2005).
This development was obviously against Berlin’s original intention; for him, the positive
concept of liberty was not only real, it was the gravest danger for humanity. Berlin be-
lieved that the positive concept, which he associated with the notion of self-mastery, was
the foundation of the totalitarian ideology and therefore responsible for the most terrible
crimes of our times. For him, negligence of positive liberty would be unthinkable; in a
sense it would amount to suppression of the most significant lessons which the political
experience of the 20th century ought to teach following generations.

Before we go to Arendt’s position, another recent development unforeseen by Berlin is
worth noticing. It is the unexpected rise of competition to the negative side of the liberty
spectrum. Berlin thought that there is a place for only one negative concept of liberty (the
liberal one), where freedom is defined as non-interference. However in the 1980-90’s,
the so-called “neo-Roman” or “republican” political theory was developed, mostly by
Quentin Skinner and Philip Pettit, who defined freedom negatively; unlike liberals, the
republicans employed a different sort of negation, that of non-domination (see e.g.: Pettit,
2002; Skinner in: Miller, 2006). Practically, it means that republican freedom is highly
normative and tolerates no arbitrariness of decisions whatsoever, while Berlin argued
that liberal freedom is compatible with monarchy, at least in theory. Anticipating what
follows below, Pettit's more radical views are particularly noteworthy, since, as he pro-
poses, republicanism is a genuine alternative to a positive conception of freedom (Pettit,
2011: 716). At the same time, he tried to prove? that the principle of non-domination has
priority over the principle of non-interference as the only negative definition of freedom.
Against this backdrop, it is obvious that any position supporting a positive concept of
freedom inevitably stands out. Therefore, Arendt’s stance is clearly exceptional after she
openly embraced the positive nature of freedom. However, this picture is oversimplified.

At this point, I need to introduce the auxiliary notion of “school of thought” It is a
broad term, and I do not intend to change its meaning dramatically; nevertheless, the
notion may prove to be necessary for my argument. Additionally, I ought to add a few
words on dogmatism. Arendt loved imaginary conversations between a skeptic, a dog-
matic, and a critic. She always sided with the critic (see e.g.: Arendt, 1982: 32). Nothing
less would have been expected since her favorite philosopher was Immanuel Kant, who
introduced the word “critique” into philosophy. However, a constant loyalty to the criti-
cal school of thought may in turn give rise to a new form of dogmatism utterly hard to
discern, since it does not concern established views, but the established ways of forming
the views. It is important to recognize the extent to which Arendt was indebted to her

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own school of thought — being a “dogmatic” in this sense — since this may be the only
theoretically sound way to show the genuine originality of her views on freedom.

As mentioned before, almost every other scholar in English-speaking political phi-
losophy preferred to work with some negative concept of liberty, so Arendt’s 1961 book
published in English, containing her essay on freedom was unmistakably a rare species.
Now, if we turn to continental parts of the Old World in the search for other tongues, the
picture changes drastically. A few names are more than enough to mention here, those
of Martin Heidegger, Gilles Deleuze, and Alain Badiou. These German and French phi-
losophers might have different views on many matters, but they all (as well as Arendt)
belong to the same school of thought which is sometimes called “continental philosophy”
Against this backdrop, some of Arendt’s most radical theses on freedom no longer show
much originality. For example, consider her view of freedom as a “miracle,” i.e., a unique
and short-living event in history; similar ideas do not come as a surprise to anyone ver-
satile in Heidegger or Badiou (Heidegger, 2002, 2012; Badiou, 2006).

Once a certain level of dogmatism of this kind is recognizable in Arendt’s legacy, one
can explain how two almost opposite theories — that of Arendt and that of Pettit —
emerged, seemingly based on the same historical material of Ancient Rome. The expla-
nation is simple. The same historical material was subjected to two different methods
of interpretation, and resulted in two different schools of thought. It may serve as an
important marker that whenever Pettit and Arendt happen to say completely opposite
things about freedom, it is the case of scholarly dogmatism speaking on both sides rather
than original political observations. Below, I will trace some anti-parallels between both
thinkers, i.e., the points where Pettit and Arendt think inversely.

Arendt was one of very few political realists of the 20th century. Still, her thoughts
contained dogmatic elements inherent to the entire philosophical tradition from which
she came. This theoretical legacy allowed Arendt to say much more about positive free-
dom than it was ever possible to say from within the analytical framework. However, the
same legacy might have blinded her vision of political reality, as it often obviously did to
other representatives of the same school, beginning with Martin Heidegger.

Now we are a step closer to understanding why Arendts position on freedom is
unique. The key notion is realism. As mentioned before, unlike many other representa-
tives of the same school of thought, Arendt was a political realist. But what does this
mean? She might have used the same patterns of thought as Heidegger, or Deleuze, or
Badiou; however she was always keen to focus on the real political problems. Moreover,
where necessary, she was ready to embrace “alien” ways of thinking rather than lose her
grip on the issues. In the end, Arendt’s position on freedom was exceptional in com-
parison not only to the analytical tradition, but also to her own continental school of
thought. For the sake of realism, she did not hesitate to break with the same traditions
that nourished her.?

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The essay “What is Freedom?”

Arendt presented two outstanding accounts of positive freedom.* The first is her essay
“What is Freedom?” (Arendt, 1961), and the other is her book On Revolution (1963) (Ar-
endt, 2006). The essay is more abstract and theoretical. Here, the term ‘positive freedom’
was still employed as a synonym for the freedom of productivity, a Marxist notion. Her
own concept of freedom turned out to be different. Her term of choice was “political,’
not positive or productive freedom. She began with the thesis that freedom is “the raison
détre of politics” (Arendt, 1961: 146). It was an intentional break with the liberal tradition
in the vein of Berlin that always regarded politics as a threat to freedom. Arendt urged
her readers to view political life as the true foundation of human freedom. Politics is
not only dangerous; it is also a salvation, a unique chance for freedom to appear in the
world. Again, a paradoxical argument like this, which is not acceptable in the analytical
tradition, is a common feature within her school of thought. In fact, it is a loose varia-
tion of Holderlin's verse “Wo aber Gefahr ist, wichst das Rettende auch” (from “Patmos”),
favored by Heidegger.

Unlike liberal tradition, Arendt’s political freedom is a “demonstrable fact” Not only
does political freedom become obvious, but it also shines most brightly within the public
realm. With politics being its necessary condition, freedom appears only when together
with other people. The public realm provides a space where people may excel though
their words and deeds in the expression of freedom.

Surprisingly, at this point Arendt digresses from this general course of her argument
to almost marginal remarks on “excellence;” this is how, as she cares to register, she trans-
lates the key Machiavellian notion of virtue (Arendt, 1961: 153). The reference to the du-
bious legacy of the Florentine is even more remarkable, as Arendt almost immediately
distances herself from it by noting that the meaning of virtii as human excellence is best
rendered by the term “virtuosity” With that, her discourse gets back on the track; clear-
ly the shift from “excellence” to virti then to “virtuosity” is not a harmless conceptual
substitution. However, the question is rather why Arendt began her exposition of posi-
tive freedom by starting from the dangerous term virtu or “excellence;” and not directly
from “virtuosity” in the first place. The fact that this detour was not accidental becomes
evident in the final chapter of her book On Revolution, where the theme of “excellence”
resurfaces through the keyword “élite” (Arendt, 2006: 275). It seems as if Arendt inten-
tionally rejects the easier way to present her views on positive freedom in favor of intro-
ducing some dubious, compromised, and problematic issues. In such cases, one can spot
elements of her mental discipline that helped her to stay in touch with political realism.s

always be found. In a different philosophical language, more appropriate terms can take the place of “positive
freedom.” Arendt offered a variety of metaphors.

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In the same essay on freedom, Arendt shifts with ease from virtis to “virtuosity” Her
list of virtuosic actions, which may take readers by surprise, includes flute playing and
dancing, among other things. In the performing arts, political freedom shows itself. She
insists that this is not the freedom of artistic creativity, because through the act of creation
the work of art is separated from the artist whose creative process may evolve even in
isolation from everybody else. On the contrary, the performing freedom always requires
some sort of audience and has no other end than performance itself. Its very existence
is precarious, as it emerges tangentially to all objective facts and structural conditions.
Any musician can play the same melody that can be written down as score. However, the
score neither anticipates nor guarantees a virtuoso performance. At the same time, the
score and the structural conditions prohibit virtuosic freedom from overcoming its pre-
defined limits. In the terms of her later book, freedom in this scenario forms an “island”
or an “oasis” in the political reality. This freedom is limited and does not threaten with
aggressive expansion.

Virtuosity is only the first on the list of notions Arendt uses to expound her under-
standing of freedom. Thereafter, she introduces several other metaphors, such as “be-
ginning” and “miracle” The absence of one universal notion of freedom in her theory
is sound within her school of thought, unlike within the counterpart tradition, where
a single definition like non-interference or non-domination is required. Predictably, it is
not always clear to what extent her discussion of one metaphor overlaps with that of
another. The terms are connected, not directly but through shared opposition, to what is
also represented through a set of notions like norm, necessity, security, and automatism.
Those notions are part of a distinct train of thought which is identified by Arendt with
liberal legacy. Today, this counter-tradition must also include the normative republican
theory. The theories of Pettit and Arendt, for all that they are seemingly based on the
same historical material of the Ancient Roman Republic, have nothing else in common.*
Moreover, one can even say that the two thinkers are engaged in an invisible intellectual
dispute. Whereas Pettit aims at discovering and setting new norms and regularities, Ar-
endt is preoccupied with the search for exceptions and anomalies.

At the end of her essay, Arendt defines freedom as an “infinite improbability,” and
explains that the periods of freedom have been very short in the history of humanity.
Ironically, after having begun her essay with the hope to restore freedom within political
life, Arendt ends it almost by taking such a hope away. In quite a different fashion from
the liberals, she still presses, albeit indirectly, her readership to the same conclusion that

against everything Platonic, she was a deeply Platonic thinker, the main common ground for both being the
political realism.

Any differences between the two positions are
more reasonably derived from some common source like contemporary philosophy than from two singular
historical experiences, which would block subsequent attempts to draw a comparison.
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political freedom has virtually no chance in real life. Her argument might be full of sym-
pathy for political freedom, but since the phenomenon is so elusive, her conclusions can
make someone desperate or indifferent towards liberty.

The points of logical mirroring, in comparison with its antipode of the normative
republican theory, mark the most logically charged parts of her argument. Yet, as previ-
ously mentioned, Arendt is a political realist; the reality of freedom, as it is presented
in her essay, consists of its problematic character. Freedom is a problem and that is the
reality of political life. A miracle may never happen in our lifetime. Does it mean that we
may cease thinking about freedom? The answer is no, since freedom is a problem in the
first place. Arendt discovers a dangerous side of freedom and wants to confine it. Unlike
the miracle of freedom that may be experienced only by the lucky ones, the danger of
freedom concerns everybody. Suddenly, Arendt departs from the language of exception
and embraces the language of normativity. She seems to change sides while reproduc-
ing the typical liberal argument about the perils of positive liberty that is made manifest
through the sovereign will of the community. Following Rousseau, she defines sover-
eignty as indivisibility. The tyrannical unity of the general will threatens to eradicate the
individualistic multiplicity of political reality. Benjamin Constant, John Stuart Mill, and
Isaiah Berlin all warned of this.

Remarkably, Arendt applied the term “sovereign” not only to communities, but also
to individuals. She did not explain what kind of danger is to be expected from the indi-
vidual’s sovereignty. However, it is certain that this option was not suggested through
any oversight. According to her interpretation of intellectual history, the sovereignty of
the general will crowns the long series of teachings about free will that were concerned
mostly with individuals. However, what does the sovereignty of individuals mean? If sov-
ereignty is indivisibility, then the indivisibility of the individual is a tautology. Moreover,
here it is appropriate to recollect Berlin’s account of positive liberty. It is the indivisibility
of the self that saves humans from political peril, since it prevents misuses of the inner
split between the real self and an ideal self, instrumental to the rise of totalitarian pow-
er. The problem of freedom, as Arendt puts it, consists in understanding “how freedom
could have been given to men under the condition of non-sovereignty” (Arendt, 1961:
164). The formulation of this question anticipates its answer. Freedom is said to be given;
therefore, it is not earned by men. This answer brings Arendt’s position closer to those
liberals who believe that liberty must be maintained and protected by the state.”

The essay on freedom features several stories that do not present a coherent whole.
One story is told about freedom as virtuosity that is a pure experience of political life.
Another story is about freedom as virtii, translated as “excellence,” and might be more
appropriately translated as “sovereignty;” since it is precisely the subject matter of Ma-

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chiavelli’s Il Principe. This second story frames the first one, and through this interlacing,
Arendt performs as a realist. She sees the source of the problem precisely, and offers a
solution to it. Subsequently, there is a final story about freedom as a miracle and the “in-
finite improbability” Accordingly, Arendt mentions three problems concerning freedom.
There is a problem of understanding that freedom coincides with politics. Then, there is
a problem of sovereign freedom that becomes tyranny. Lastly, freedom is problematic in
the sense that it is ephemeral and almost nowhere to be found in history. The first and
the last difficulties are of a logical nature. They urge us to think of freedom in a different
manner.

After we abandon the negative concept of liberty and embrace its positive nature, we
are able to understand the meaning of political freedom and learn to value its exceptional
presence in the world. However, the required change of logical tools does not only reveal
the phenomenon of freedom to us, but also conceals it from us; as soon as we begin
to understand freedom, we discover its unattainability. This goes even further since the
readership may gain the impression that the only risk associated with freedom consists
in one’s individual loss. All that happens in the worst case is that we are deprived of a
genuine political experience. This conclusion may lead to indifference and even suppress
the understanding of the more insistent problem of freedom. There is no immediate link
suggested between the personal underachievement of freedom and the danger of tyr-
anny. The problem of sovereign freedom exists as if in a separate dimension. Arendt’s
dogmatism, which is nothing more than the legacy of her school of thought, sometimes
tends to eclipse her own deep sensitivity of political reality.

Political realism in regards to freedom consists of approaching freedom as a problem.
Here, one can register a curious mental reflection of the situation, with the fate of Berlin’s
words on positive freedom. Both the straightforward analytical reductionism (MacCal-
lum, 1967; Nelson, 2005) and the hard-edged continental approach, exemplified in the
miracle metaphor, tend to eliminate the problem of freedom.

The book On Revolution

An important development of Arendt’s theory of freedom is outlined in her book On
Revolution. Less abstract than her essay on freedom, this account of the American Revo-
lution and the Constitutional process presents an outstanding historical example of the
successful solution to problem of freedom, and particularly remarkable due to its tem-
poral and ideological affinity to the paradigmatic case of terrible freedom failure — the
terrors of the French Revolution. In this book, Arendt adapts the notion of “positive
freedom” to her own theory. Being a step beyond liberation (which is the level of nega-
tive freedom), positive freedom is presented as an act of foundation for a new political
order. The positive manifestations of freedom are expressions, discussions, and decisions
of everything related to the political life, but the most illustrious case is the framing of
the constitution.
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Arendt explains why the American Constitution deserves the name of Constitutio
Libertatis.® This constitution’s purpose was not solely to impose order, it was not only the
supreme law. Indeed, it is a tricky moment for Arendt’s argument, since within her school
of thought, freedom is routinely defined in opposition to law and order. Order of any
kind is the reversal of the revolutionary chaos; it is a counter-revolution. It seems that no
revolutionary spirit may survive the constitutional process. The very first negative phase
of every revolution, liberation, is the logical opposition to established laws. Therefore,
the challenge of the “constitution of liberty” is to preserve the spirit of revolution while
protecting political life from the dangers of tyranny and terror.

The Founding Fathers succeeded in solving this impossible political problem (which
was nothing short of squaring the circle in geometry) only because they thought of free-
dom positively, and did not deduce it negatively from the legal framework. The purpose
of the new constitution was not to limit the power of the sole ruler, but to create new
centers of power. The most important element of the constitution was not the legal order
itself, but the separation of powers. Law weakens power; the total domination of law can
completely neutralize political life, reducing it to automatic procedures. Here, one can
find another curious anti-parallel with the republican theory of Philip Pettit, who argues
that depoliticization does not harm democracy (Pettit, 2004). On the contrary, Arendt
insists, as a consequence of the separation, that fair competition among powers may only
strengthen each of them. This is the key to the political puzzle. In order to preserve the
power generated by revolution, the political center must be divided into several branches.
While sovereignty is defined as indivisibility, the division of powers protects political
freedom from tyrannical tendencies, and renders the freedom as non-sovereign.

In particular, Arendt noted the role of the Senate within the emerging political reality.
Unlike its Roman counterpart, the American Senate does not have judicial functions fol-
lowing the principle of separation of powers. The Supreme Court holds authority, which
is another important element of political life that saves it from the tyranny of the major-
ity. The unique role of the Senate in comparison to the House of Representatives is that
it functions as a mediator of public sentiments. The Senate stabilizes the system of politi-
cal representation that otherwise could have become a hostage of volatility in popular
preferences. The functional division between the chambers is a secondary feature behind
the basic separation of powers. Whereas the primary division reflects the three different
powers of the political body (thinking, willing, and judging), the secondary one reflects
the opposition between knowledge (wisdom) and opinion. Hence, legislative delibera-
tion employs two different logics, those of normativity and of spontaneity. The normative
thinking secures the consistency of law-making, and the spontaneity of public opinions
introduces the element of novelty. The House therefore plays a special role. The consti-
tution foresaw two sources of political novelty, those of the executive power and public
opinion. As soon as the House loses its ability to represent the diversity of views, political
life becomes poorer in positive expressions of freedom. This might have led to a well-

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known political drama from the past where the will of the monarch challenged the limits
of legality. For the new republic, it would have been an obvious regress. Therefore, par-
liament should have become the ideal conscience that collects and preserves the whole
diversity of opinions among citizens. Its part in political life may be compared to that of
Socrates in Athens, who, according to Arendt’s interpretation of the history of philoso-
phy, became just such an ideal conscience for his polis. However, after him, philosophy
was never again up to this mission, which was carried on only by political actors.

The American Revolution was improbably successful; still, its success did not last long
if one measures it against the preservation of the initial revolutionary spirit. The pur-
pose of Constitutio Libertatis was to found the public space where freedom might thrive.
However, the established Constitution of the United States came to be seen primarily as
an unchangeable law, and not as an invitation to political creativity. The judicial, i.e., the
negative attitude to liberty came to prevail. Then, the rise of partisan politics impeded
the House from fulfilling its mission as the reservoir of diversity. Moreover, the original
sources of positive freedom — the town hall meetings and spontaneous associations —
were not integrated into the new political framework, and as consequence, lost relevance.
This later development corroborates Arendt’s thesis from the essay that periods of free-
dom, which are as miracles in history, are always short-lived.

She registered at least one counter-trend, expounded in the political views of Thomas
Jefferson who disliked that the Constitution became an object of worshipping and want-
ed to preserve a creative attitude to political life in the spirit of revolution. His idea was
to implement the wards system of “elementary republics,” where citizens were able to
actively participate in discussions and decisions. In the end, it was supposed to serve as
an alternative way to represent the diversity of opinions so that the spontaneity of social
life would be shielded from the unifying forces of national political establishment.

Arendt’s idea was different from Jefferson’s; nevertheless, it was based on the principle
of quasi-territorial division. She suggested a solution to the representation of positive
freedom, which may remind her readers of Jeffersonian “wards,” because, as she put it,
freedom is always spatially limited (Arendt, 2006: 275). This thesis is a very unusual move
for her school of thought. One can cite here at length Heidegger’s “Art and Space,” where
the incompatibility between “space” and “place” is convincingly explained (Heidegger,
1973). This move goes against her own vision of freedom as a miracle, since a miraculous
political event, being a point on the line of history, does not have any spatial dimension.
Being spatially limited, freedom is not a miracle anymore; it is not out of this world
anymore. It becomes material; this is why, as with any material body, it has its borders.
Additionally, since every limitation is a product of some negation, a possibility opens to
reconcile the positive understanding of freedom with the negative concept which is the
focus of liberal theory. The spatial limitation turns out to be the theoretical mediator that
allows the two concepts of freedom to become compatible while keeping a safe distance
from one another. A similar thought may be found in Arendt’s earlier essay on freedom,
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where performing virtuosity was described almost as an “island” or an “oasis” of liberty
within the public realm?.

Building on Arendt’s solution of freedom problem

How can we evaluate her suggestion? Firstly, it is more likely to be a guide to the solu-
tion to the freedom problem than the solution itself. Basically, Arendt does nothing else
than reformulate the issue. Instead of asking “How can freedom be thought of as non-
sovereign?,” a new question is implicitly introduced: “How can freedom be thought of as
spatially limited?” Moreover, she has already answered it; it is always so. She cites no rea-
sons for that claim, but whatever her reasons might be, this answer cannot be accepted.

In fact, freedom has almost never been spatially limited. One of her favored histori-
cal cases of political freedom, Periclean Athens, was a flourishing naval empire, steadily
expanding its territorial domination over autonomous Greek states. In a speech which is
hardly ever read in comparison to the famous funeral oration preceding it, Pericles teach-
es his audience that Athenians may never rely on the mercy of their enemies because
they rule like tyrants in the Greek world (Thucydides II.63). Arendt was wrong when
she claimed that the city borders were sufficient for Athenians to enjoy their political
freedom (Arendt, 1990: 76). Whenever a free spirit is able to confine itself within limits,
freedom is not compromised. Nevertheless, the paradox remains untouched; why should
freedom ever restrict itself? Although the guide to the solution Arendt gives us may be
perfect, this cannot be the solution itself.

Secondly, being a realist, Arendt moved away from what was expected based solely
on her intellectual tradition. She discerned the freedom problem and intended to resolve
it rather than to keep the allegiance to a certain way of speaking about freedom. One
can even defend the incompleteness of her final stance, since we can hardly expect that
a book would solve the freedom problem forever. Any solution must be political and not
logical. However, a refinement based on her argument alone may be suggested.

The final pages of the book “On Revolution” are highly remarkable. While present-
ing the “islands” or “oases” of freedom as the elements of political reality, Arendt made
another surprising move by introducing the word “élite” (Arendt, 2006: 275). The pas-
sage to this topic came out of necessity, so she went into a lengthy justification of this
term, notwithstanding all dubious connotations. Her élite is obviously not the traditional
oligarchy; rather, it is the political avant-garde, the most politically active part of the
community who are willing and able to express and to experience freedom positively.
The line separating the élite from other citizens is very important, because it can bring a
double salvation; it saves the elements of freedom within the political realm, and it saves
the majority of people from the perils of politics. In other words, it is a solution for both

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problems at the same time, those of positive freedom, which Arendt was preoccupied
with, as well as for the problem of negative or liberal freedom.

It is appropriate here to return to that point in her essay on freedom where Arendt
translated Machiavelli’s virti as “excellence.” Excellence is what distinguishes individuals
from their fellow citizens. It is what makes them élite. Il Principe tells of the successful
prince who excels through his virts that allows him to challenge his fate. Machiavelli’s
advice to the ruler was to be as unjust and perfidious as possible. In this case, the indi-
vidual and the state sovereignty coincided, giving rise to tyranny. Why should this sov-
ereign limit his freedom through spatial borders? On the contrary, the whole point of
the treatise was to conquer more land and people, to unite a divided Italy. Therefore, this
unfortunate parallel may badly discredit what is said about the élite in the finale of On
Revolution. Yet, Arendt’s argument drew a full circle going from “excellence” to “élite,”
marking the real problem with freedom, which she could not help but return to. How
can the political difference, which is the most viable definition of positive freedom, be
no harm to others? It sounds like a paradox, particularly after we recall that the ancients
identified virtue with the good. In other words, how can the good be no evil? Whereas
Berlin and Pettit seem to ignore this issue altogether on the ground that it is analytically
impossible and therefore inaccessible within their theoretical frameworks, Arendt tries
to deal with it realistically, but even she is urged to offer an extra justification for being
attentive to a dubious theme like “élite*

The question seems rhetorical and the answer seems obvious: how can the good be
evil in the first place? If you are really good, it cannot bring evil, it cannot harm anyone.
This consideration returns us back to the track with the logic of freedom rather than
with the logic of justice and spatial distribution, which is typical for both liberal and neo-
Roman approaches. In other words, we are back to thinkers like Heidegger and Deleuze.
Does it mean that Arendt was wrong when she parted ways with her school of thought?
Definitely not. In order to solve the problem, you must first see the problem. You can-
not offer a solution to a problem that does not exist for you, as freedom (in a non-liberal
sense) was never a problem either for Heidegger or for Deleuze.

However, why is it so important to speak about something like “benevolent excel-
lence”? First, this is not a marginal phenomenon. Generally speaking, it shows that our
political reality is not “flat,” i.e., that people and political entities are not the same. They
are different not as a consequence of some natural or social conditions, but because they
want to be so. They want to excel among their peers in their unique ways. It is precisely
their expression of freedom that makes them different. The practical applications of this
approach are numerous. In connection with the issue of benevolent excellence, one can
talk about American Exceptionalism, about the role of a public intellectual (or any other
individual) within a community, or about the fate of liberal tradition or of the entire
Western civilization within the complex post-modern world. In cases like these, people

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want to make a difference, which they understand as something good. It is here that the
problem immediately arises of how can this good be no evil.

But how can it not? In what follows, I am going to elaborate on the point that seems
to be at the center of the theory of freedom. There are two options; either we expect that
some spatial limit is applied to freedom from outside (by structural conditions, by politi-
cal institutions, etc.), or the limit is the result of freedom itself. The first scenario is the
liberal or the republican one. It does not really matter if individual liberty is protected
from the “outside” or constrained from the “inside” A quasi-spatial structure, be it the
fixed set of basic rights or the laws of reason, will do the entire job to solve the problem
of freedom. Sometimes Arendt is fairly close to presenting a solution of this type. How-
ever, questions always remain. Why does this structure have a priority over all others?
In virtue of what? What makes it good? Hence, this solution requires something other
than freedom to come into play. Tentatively, one can call it justice. Freedom and justice
are two different and almost opposite political problems. In accordance with her school
of thought, Arendt even argued that unlike friendship, justice is something anti-political
(Arendt, 1990: 83). However, as we saw, her realism urged her to make compromises and
to consider just spatial distributions as a possible political remedy.

Another option is to stick with the politics of freedom, and to expose justice as its sec-
ondary, though inevitable, effect. Against this backdrop, all negative concepts of liberty
are better understood as integral elements of a theory of justice rather than of freedom.
Finally, this is what makes Arendt’s thought unique: in a certain sense, her theory was the
only one in the 20th century that realistically confronts the phenomenon of freedom as
freedom and not as justice. No moralism or universal principles are of help in this case,
since freedom understood as excellence is clearly egoistic. In order to explain how a mul-
titude that forms a political realm can emerge from the chaos of singularities, we have
to extend our concept of excellence. In her Kantian seminars, Arendt used the notion of
“exemplary validity” (Arendst, 1982: 76). One can say that any expression of freedom has
its unique and exemplary value through which it excels in the world. But the world does
not precede freedom as a common space where freedom is to be placed.

There was no political realm, nor did the word for freedom exist, before the Greeks
discovered their free way of life. The word and the multitude were created as an effect of
their difference, not only from other peoples, but also among themselves. They excelled
not simply in words and deeds, but in very different speeches and forms of life. Although
they spoke a common language with several dialects, they invented many new ways of
speaking this language. Some were artificial creations or explorations of the very limits of
understanding (as in sophistic), or they freely combined the existing dialects for artistic
purposes (as in drama). In the end, political life in Greece flourished not because they
had a common language from the beginning, but because they created multiple different
artificial “private” languages, logical oases as it were, instead of just one. Insofar as their
ways to express freedom were unique, they had no immediate cause to either interfere
in others’ lives or to dominate them. Such expressions of Greek positive freedom as phi-
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losophy, the complex love relations, the fine arts, and so on, were genuinely exceptional™.
Since those achievements were new to the Ancient world and incommensurable with it,
they were also just to it. Their justice was as if it was “deduced” from their freedom.

This is very close to what Arendt said about the American Constitution as Constitutio
Libertatis. The space to distribute among the powers was not there before the powers
were created. The powers, insofar as they excelled in their spontaneity and positive free-
dom, were able, for the first time, to lay out the political space of justice for the newborn
Union. Perfect laws or perfect judicial mechanisms do not lead to good politics. On the
contrary, political life (if only it is good and virtuous, meaning that it allows people to
excel in their own virtues and to be genuinely different in their forms of life) promotes
justice. Whenever we try to make a difference, there is a case for such benevolent excel-
lence. If we think (as we ought to) about how our excellence can be no harm to others,
the simple answer is to be as good as only we can; this seems to be the only path to salva-
tion. Justice to others will follow from the virtue of positive freedom.

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In the article the basic provisions of the first of ten “Lectures on Political Right” read in Ateneo

of Madrid by outstanding Spanish conservative political philosopher of the 19th century Juan
Donoso Cortés in 1836—1837s is conceptualized. In this “Lecture” Donoso formulates his own, as
he calls it, “the general theory of government” and focuses on “the mission of the representative
government,” defending the young Spanish constitutional monarchy, which turned in a vice
between two extremes: the liberal bourgeois revolutionary movement (the party of progressists)
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on the left and clerical absolutist movement (“Carlists”) on the right. In his “Lecture” Donoso
opposes two laws: “law of the individual”and “association law,” which in the future should be
synthesizes, like Hegel's opposites, in the “prolific unity!” The “Lecture” contains broad historical
generalizations which are an integral feature of Donoso’s philosophical style and can be defined as
a philosophy of history. The paper also considers two classic interpretation of the “Lectures”and its
arguments proposed by the Spanish political philosophers of the 19-20th centuries, thus solving
one of the key question concerning Donoso’s general ideological and value evolution: what type
of conservatism he belongs to on the stage of 1836-1837: liberal conservatism or traditionalism?

In the first “Lecture on Political Right,” which was delivered in Ateneo of Madrid in November 22,
1836, Juan Donoso Cortés formulates “general theory of government” and “special mission of
representative government.” Defining government as “social action,” Donoso inextricably binds “the
idea of society” and “the idea of government” Considering society as a collection of individuals
linked by certain relationships, Donoso formulates two opposite in its effect laws: “the law of

the individual,” which determines the independence and freedom of the person, and “the law of
association,” associated with subordination and aimed at achieving social harmony. Person’s ability
to associate with other people makes him intellectual and free. An intellect as the harmonious
principle creates a society; a freedom as the anti-social principle breaks down the society;

hence, the government arises by the need to resist the freedom. And the most important idea

of the lecture: “For the government to act means to resist”; to resist “the invasion of the human
personality,” but, following ethics and “the rule of justice,”in any case not to suppress it completely.
Demonstrating the liberal-conservative character of his political ideas, views and values, Donoso
encourages young Spanish constitutional monarchy, which just begins to create the foundations
of representative democracy, to conserve society and human freedom, to provide their “fruitful
unity.”’

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The article examines the “utopian reception,” that is, occurrence and reproduction of the common
understanding of the utopian. Attention is paid primarily to the visual experience, that is, the
“utopian vision,” which means here a special social skill of the perception and interpretation of
space as having being assigned the status of 'utopian’ Thus, a certain inertia of vision encourages
the observer to link visual materials produced in the Soviet period to the media construct

of “Soviet utopia”. Here, two patterns of spatial description are especially popular, those of
“totalitarian place,”and “queer place! The article focuses on both patterns of “utopian vision”in
detail. The first implies intensive rationalization and semiotization of space, while the second
implies semantic crash and affectivity. The space is characterized within the former pattern by the
metaphor of text, while within the latter by metaphors of night dreams or memory. The author
refers to the semiotic, and, at the same time, the spatial analysis of the classic utopia within the
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framework offered by Louis Marin in 1973, and demonstrates that space perceived by the “utopian
view” ceases being social. The reverse side of the imaginary construction of a perfect society is,
paradoxically, the blocking of any intersubjective relationships.

The Landscape of a Religious Workspace:
The Case of a Russian Christian
Orthodox Sisterhood*

In this article, I examine the specifics of a workspace in one of the Christian Orthodox orga-
nizations in Russia. The sisterhood which I analyze represents the interlacement of religious
and economic discourses in the workplace. I discuss the “commodification” of piety which
is seen as a professional competency in the labour relations among Orthodox Christians. It
is true about the sisterhood, where being “inchurched” is one of the main filters for potential
employees. I examine the “politics of labour” in the sisterhood through the analysis of its het-
erogeneous spatial composition and point at the differences between its spaces in their work
tempo, prestige, and working conditions. Alongside economic goals, the sisterhood is aimed
at missionary and educational work; however, commercial relations are often described using
religious terminology. I discuss the conflict between religious and economic aims of work.
Particular attention is given to the analysis of techniques that help to maintain discipline in
the sisterhood. It is achieved through rational organization of labour, observability of the
workplace, hierarchy in employer-employee relationships, and the disciplining of body and
emotions. The analysis is based on the materials of participant observation and field materi-
als collected during my four months as a staff member of the sisterhood.

Keywords: Orthodox Christianity, labour discipline, work ethic, religious and economic val-
ues, “emotional work”

The concepts of discipline and control have a long history in social sciences and are con-
nected with the idea of social order (Goffman, 1961; Coser, 1974; Foucault, 1977). Disci-
pline can be understood as a specific regime that helps to keep the existing social order,
maintains the norms established in a social group and is obligatory for its members. It
arranges and rearranges people into categories, places them in a certain sequence, thus
forming a specific disciplinary space within a group. The background for my research is
set by the description of disciplinary practices in closed institutions. Prisons, mental hos-
pitals, and barracks illustrate the nature of supervision and discipline precisely because
they make maximum control of the behavior of their inhabitants. This paper analyzes
discipline and self-discipline as an important characteristic of work management in one
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of the Christian Orthodox organizations in Russia. The analyzed sisterhood’ is a “com-
munity of pious single women,” usually called sisters, who gathered “to help each other
in their spiritual development” To perform their missionary and educational aims and
carry out their daily routine they have employed workers, both men and women.

There can be highlighted several types of labour control (Kelly, 2002: 401). In this pa-
per I focus on the individual level of a worker and examine disciplinary techniques expe-
rienced by employees themselves. I also discuss the institutional level of the company and
examine the relations between the administrators and the workforce. In this research, my
intention is to analyze the characteristics of Christian Orthodox work management, to
clarify its working conditions, and the effectiveness of church organizations. As scholar
of religion Boris Knorre notes, “The specifics of business relationship in church organiza-
tions even lose in comparison to those in a secular society” (Knorre, 2009). He quotes
Yury Belanovsky in that the “educational and social activity of the Church is lame due to
totalitarian management in church organizations” What is specific about management in
church organizations? As the research shows, some church organizations tend to acquire
methods of work from secular organizations. I have the experience of working and living
in the sisterhood for four months as an employed worker. Using methods of participant
observation and self-ethnography, I collected my field data. I also used rich materials on
the sisterhood’s website which contains information about its history and functioning, as
well as interviews with the head of the community.

The “commodification” of piety

In recent post-Soviet years, the “Christian Orthodox labor market” has greatly devel-
oped. While after the collapse of the Soviet Union, only half of the population said it was
Orthodox, by 2007 over 8o per cent claimed to be Orthodox Christians (Evans, North-
more-Ball, 2012: 799). On numerous employment websites and social network services
for believers, Orthodox employers look for religious staff, and Orthodox unemployed
search for “Orthodox jobs” Women seek for jobs as candle-sellers, church-cleaner jobs,
as well as editors or church-singer positions. Men look for church-guard openings, as
well as for website-support vacancies. The adverts of applicants usually contain common
facts about education and job experience. They also may include information about the
absence of certain weaknesses and ailments (for example, “no bad habits,” “not home-
less,” “not an alcoholic”). It is interesting to pay attention to what skills and strengths they
emphasize in their advertisements:

Male, 35 years old, not married, no children, looking for a job with accommodation
in a church or monastery. No bad habits, know the typicon, read, sing (baritone),
a professional bell ringer, photographer, not afraid of hard work. 15 years in the

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Church. Have a security guard license and a health book, can work in the kitchen,
have experience of working in a Sunday school. Philological education. Know PC,
main office programs. If anyone can help, I will be very grateful.

Interested in a courier vacancy. Salary does not matter. I will be glad to work
in an Orthodox team. Inchurched Christian, parishioner of St. Alexis Church of
Moscow. (Male)

As we can see, the applicants specify their core religious competencies and experience.
They clearly state their religious identity and the religious community they belong to.
One of the reasons why it is important is explained by Weber:

The matter became somewhat clearer from the story of a German-born nose-and-
throat specialist, who had established himself in a large city on the Ohio River and
who told me of the visit of his first patient. Upon the doctor’s request, he lay down
upon the couch to be examined with the [aid of a] nose reflector. The patient sat up
once and remarked with dignity and emphasis, “Sir,  am a member of the ___ Bap-
tist Church in ___ Street” Puzzled about what meaning this circumstance might
have for the disease of the nose and its treatment, the doctor discreetly inquired
about the matter from an American colleague. The colleague smilingly informed
him that the patient’s statement of his church membership was merely to say:
“Don’t worry about the fees” (Gerth, Mills, 2007: 304)

As we see, giving details about one’ religious life helps to build trust. Moreover, employ-
ees try to be more specific about their religious affiliation and point at their experience in
religious life because they see it as their professional qualification. It helps them to stand
out and be noticeable in the developing Orthodox market. Advanced market economy
has commodified human relationships (Swader, 2009: 387), and being “inchurched™ is
seen as a strength and an advantage of a job-hunter. This term designates believers who
know the basics of their faith and are immersed in church life. Inchurchment is seen as
a commodity and professional competency. An “inchurched” employee possesses cer-
tain communicative, negotiating, integrity and other skills that may be useful in a work-
ing setting. One of the openings for a manager of pilgrimage tours specified, “Novices,
please do not disturb” Here are the basic requirements for a tour guide in the Valaam
monastery, “Christian Orthodox confession. Knowing the basics of the Orthodox faith.
Blessing from a confessor. Higher or incomplete higher education. Age: men under 60
years, women under 55 years. No health restrictions. No bad habits. Knowing a foreign
language (preferable).”

The sisterhood which I analyze also demonstrates both religious and business ap-
proaches to labor. The advertisement for an opening in the sisterhood invites “inchurched

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hard-working women under 45 years old.” During my job interview, I was asked about
my age, frequency of confessing and taking communion, and knowledge of the Creed.*
In fact, I was reviewed for the compliance with the three major dimensions of religios-
ity: religious affiliation, religious activities, and religious belief (Bjarnason, 2007: 350).
Since the sisterhood is a feminized space, in addition to these requirements, men are also
expected to be married. After successful candidates pass, they become workers of the
sisterhood.

The labour landscape of the religious workspace

The labour landscape of the sisterhood has heterogeneous spatial composition and is
comprised of several distinct spaces. Workers from the kitchen, the church shop and the
publisher differ in their status in the sisterhood, have different working conditions and
follow different working requirements. These three spaces represent different “politics
of labour’, in which labour negotiates its wages and working conditions with employer”
(Kelly, 2002: 397). Each of them occupies a separate building and has its own supervisor.
I started my work in the kitchen, and after two weeks was transferred to the church shop
as a member of the wholesale department and a shop assistant. Later on, I analyze some
of the main differences between the workspaces of the sisterhood.

Labour spaces vary in work tempo. Directionally, from the kitchen, from the shop,
and to the publisher office, I can point at the decrease in the dynamics of physical activity.
The kitchen has the most dynamic regime. Work there is tied to deadlines, and there are
at least three of them each day — breakfast, lunch, and dinner. Kitchen workers have to
work quickly and perform several different tasks simultaneously. “Here we do not walk
so slowly;” said a senior sister to my roommate Irina,’ who got tired during her work.
Shop is a less dynamic space, as opposed to the kitchen, and has different requirements.
On my first working day in the shop I made several mistakes in the accounting state-
ments, and my boss remarked on it, “The main thing is attentiveness, the second one
is speed.” Judging by the appearance, one can distinguish a kitchen worker from a shop
or publisher employee. Women from the kitchen wear comfortable clothes and shoes,
usually flip-flops, while women from the shop resemble typical office workers and could
wear high-heeled shoes. As Irina noted, “I always hear when the shop comes for lunch,
it’s their clattering!”

The second difference is related to the prestige of labour spaces. When I accepted an
invitation to work in the shop, and my already-ex-colleagues from the kitchen congratu-
lated me on this promotion since the shop is a more prestigious space compared to the
kitchen. The salary there is a bit higher, and it is more of an intellectual rather than physi-
cal job. One elderly woman from a Ukrainian village, probably with some experience of
working in Poland, called me pani which is a way to address to women showing respect

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in that country. This example shows the religious and economic mix in the sisterhood.
On one hand, there is no better or worse place to work for a religious person who works
(and more precisely “serves”) “for the sake of God’s glory” One the other hand, however,
economic motives for work are no less important, as we see from the reaction of my col-
leagues.

Thirdly, each space offers its own working conditions. The sisterhood offers accom-
modation to its employees. Those who use this opportunity and live on the territory of
the sisterhood have a longer working day, have one day oft a week, and a smaller sal-
ary. They live in carefully controlled hostel environment and are subject to more control
compared to shop and publisher staff. They are mostly kitchen workers who have Ukrai-
nian background and come temporarily to earn money. However, financial motivation is
not the only reason for working migrants, since “particularly strong ties to Russia exist
among the religiously Orthodox population of central and eastern Ukraine” (Hormel,
Southworth, 2006: 606). Being a migrant space, kitchen is very dynamic and staft turn-
over is frequent here because workers make periodic trips home. Moreover, dismissals
are also very common here. Since they are mostly initiated by the authorities, not by the
employees themselves, kitchen workers live in constant fear of being fired because no one
knows who will be next. Those employees who live outside the sisterhood have shorter
working days, two days off a week, and a larger salary. They are mostly Russians who
work in the shop and the publisher.

Why do Orthodox economic agents work? Actually, they do not work. As Zabaev
writes, “Orthodox actors do not toil, do not do business, do not work, and do not engage
in a particular activity. They ‘perform obediences” As he continues, “The aim is not to
maximize results but to use time correctly” (Zabaev, 2007: 23). Filling in time with work
helps avoid idleness, otherwise it will be occupied with sins (Zabaev, 2012: 53-54). How-
ever, in the analyzed community, time is money, and it is organized not only to be carried
out correctly, but also to be effective.

A widespread work motivation among Orthodox believers is the work “to the glory of
God? It is often used in the meaning of “volunteer work,” or “unpaid work” Many pilgrims
stay in the sisterhood and help the sisters in exchange for meals, accomodation and the op-
portunity to do the sights of the city. Yet, financial motivation prevails among permanent
workers who are employed by the sisterhood. The popular motivation of “God’s glory”
gives way to a salary. As one of the employees said, “I don’t work here to the glory of God,
I get paid for it”

The sisterhood pursues several aims, both religious and economic. Sometimes they
are in conflict with one another, and here is the story from my field notes that demon-
strates it well:

One day a woman came to exchange a candlestick she had bought as it was dam-
aged. Unfortunately, there were not any more of the same candlesticks. The prob-
lem was whether to give money back to the woman or not. The sisterhood like
many church shops does not give cheques for purchases, so the refund is at the
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discretion of a certain organization. A quarrel between the customer and a senior
assistant started. The customer was insisting on a refund since “these are just trad-
ing relations,” as she said. While the assistant claimed, “This is your donation for
the church” In the end, the assistant gave up, saying to me, “Give her the money
back and let God be her judge!”

As is seen from the above quotation, commercial relations are described using religious
terminology. This example does not imply that the sisterhood holds less Orthodox or
more Protestant values. Actually, not only religious values and work ethic impact eco-
nomic development but also a different “social ethic,” which includes “social control, rule
of law and homogeneity of values” (Arruiiada, 2010: 895). The “social ethic” of the sister-
hood is formed by the requirement of their employees to be inchurched, obey the rules
and regulations of the sisterhood and their leader, and different types of social control
that are carried out there. Alongside commercial goals, the sisterhood is also aimed at
missionary and educational work. When I worked in the shop, I paid attention to the
types of things they sell there. Among other items, the shop sells chocolates with wrap-
pers picturing Christian Orthodox saints. Chocolates are produced at a confectionery
factory, but the original wrapper is removed in the sisterhood and replaced with a “re-
ligious” one. However, if they pictured recognized saints, the chocolates would bring in
more profit. But, they do not. The wrappers mostly picture little-known Christian Or-
thodox saints which can only point at the sisterhood’s missionary and educational aim.

Disciplining techniques in the work management

The spatial composition of the sisterhood is quite diverse, and each workplace has its own
disciplinary regime. The workforce is subject to both horizontal and vertical disciplining
(Kharkhordin, 1998: 960). I have identified several techniques that help to maintain dis-
cipline. They are rational organization of labour, observability, hierarchy, and “emotional
work?”

Work in the sisterhood is organized rationally. Like many other church organizations
today, the sisterhood employs accountants and has much paperwork in the wholesale
department. Moreover, at the individual level, each worker is also involved in “rational
book-keeping” (Weber, 2001: xxxv). Every workday, workers write down the times when
they begin and end work. Only registered time is paid for. The kitchen staft has one more
kind of “disciplining book-keeping™: if a worker breaks some utensil, she should write
down her name and what the broken item was into a special kitchen journal. When pay
day comes, an amount of money for a broken item will be held back from her salary. An-
other characteristic of rationally organized labour process is the accumulation of capital
and its investment (Weber, 2001), which in the sisterhood takes the form of expanding:
the community started with one main venue more than ten years ago, and nowadays it has
three more affiliated churches which vary in size. As many Christian Orthodox companies
in Russia, they pursue not only religious aims in their work, but also work to earn a profit
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(Mitrokhin, 2000). More precisely, they invest the earned money into their missionary,
educational, and religious projects. The head of the sisterhood believes that “the econom-
ics of the Church should be modern” In his opinion, they should earn money themselves,
which “is more proper than scrounging on non-parishioners”

Mutual control is best performed in the kitchen since it is the most observable space.
In this situation, working together functions as supervision. Being physically available
for visual control itself disciplines the workers. It is achieved owing to interior layout:
the rooms in the kitchen create one sightline, and its doors are almost always open so
that it creates a feeling of one large place. However, more self-control is required when
working in the shop. The shop has fewer employees and its space is divided into sepa-
rate rooms, many of which are equipped with combination locks, making it difficult to
quickly move from one place to another. Each employee works at their computer station,
or at their counter. That is why a different method of workers’ control appears, that of
an indirect one. Disciplining is mediated by posters and various notes hanging on the
walls and doors which dictate how to behave and how not to behave. One of these notes
on a bookcase says: “If one hides a case of disorder from the authorities, then how can
they be safe and not afraid, that ten cases are not hidden?’ St. Philaret of Moscow.” This
quote performs a controlling function and acts on behalf of a well-known thinker who is
respected among the Orthodox.

In general, on€’s attention can be attracted by the numerous notices on the walls
of commonly-used places. They are written by the sisters and regulate what should or
should not be done, and how certain objects should or should not be used. These adverts
contain both prohibiting and permissible guidance. Notices often use excessive words
to enhance the meaning of a word, and create some redundancy in the notes. In cloak-
rooms, washrooms, and workplaces, there is information on how to behave, what to do
and what not to do. It may indicate that many new people circulate in this organization.
At the same time, these notices create a dialog situation, as if a worker is not alone, and
can act as disciplining tools to check one’s work by involving a worker into this dialogue.
In the sisterhood, there is an ironing room with one iron shared by all the workers who
live there. One day, we found it broken. The notice on the broken iron had a sad smiley
at the end. It said, “Someone who broke this iron (or knows anything about it) is asked
to honestly confess it to the hotel-keeper. Otherwise you and your neighbors will have to
get along without the iron:(” The end of the story remains unknown to me, but even the
notice is one more example of the self-discipline that is quite important in the sisterhood.

Like many other religious organizations, the sisterhood is hierarchical and patri-
archal. The head of the sisterhood is its confessor, who is also its spiritual father and
founder. Work in the sisterhood is organized under his guidance through the system of
‘blessings. Being one of the main categories of work ethics of Orthodoxy (Zabaev, 2012),
blessing is important because it fixes the mentioned hierarchy of the sisterhood. The con-
fessor gives blessings to the sisters, and the sisters give blessings to the workers. The origi-
nal meaning of “blessing” is an “invocation of divine grace . . . onto a person who asks for
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it”® However, it also has some disciplinary connotations. The term “blessed” may refer to
the sphere of something permitted as opposed to prohibited. It can also be used to signify
the order of the authorities (for example, in the notice: “Attention! New blessing!”) It
covers the sphere of one’s duties since a worker can be fined for not “fulfilling” a blessing.
As one of the notices in the kitchen reads, “Dear soup-cookers! Batyushka blessed to use
frozen greens when cooking soup. For non-fulfillment — money penalty” It can even be
expressed in the form of likes and dislikes, as in this field note: “Once I came to the shop
wearing mascara, and received a remark from a senior sister in the shop: ‘Batyushka’
doesn’t like when somebody uses lash mascara”

According to Foucault (1977), the subject of punishment over time moves from the
body of the offender to his “soul” The sisterhood demonstrates both body discipline and
the disciplining of emotions. The discipline of the body is an important aspect of life
in the sisterhood. There are penalties for those who are careless about their health. For
example, if a person goes out in the street without outer clothing, he or (mostly, as there
are more women in the sisterhood) she can get a remark, and even be fined. Slow and ill
workers are often sacked.

The workers should meet certain requirements which apply to clothes and cosmet-
ics. Women should not use cosmetics, they should cover their head with a scarf, and
they should wear a skirt with a regulated length of being below the knees. Such require-
ments can be seen as a certain “work uniform,” since not all female workers wear such
skirts in their everyday. It can be illustrated by a record from the field diary, “At the end
of the working day my young colleague of 22 years old changed one skirt into another:
she took off her ‘working’ long skirt and put on a mini-skirt, in which she went home.
Orthodox uniform!” (October 10, 2012) The workers from the publisher seem to be more
independent of the sisterhood’s appearance requirements, since female workers from the
publishers sometimes wore trousers and did not have a scarf. However, requirements in
appearance exist in many organizations, not only in religious workplaces. They help to
create the special atmosphere of that place and fit the expectations of their customers.
It is true about the church shop since customers expect it to be a truly Orthodox place.
Still, these requirements refer to the sphere of religious ethic rather than work ethic since
female workers should observe these rules even in those workplaces where customers do
not see them. No one except sisters and other employees see the women in the wholesale
department and the kitchen, but still those women have to dress properly. Meeting these
appearance standards creates the atmosphere of an Orthodox workplace.

One more method of disciplining is through “emotional work” (Hochschild, 1983).
The work in the sisterhood is quite emotional because the disciplining methods appeal
to individual workers, their conscience and religious beliefs. Disciplining the soul, rais-
ing morals, and the social nature of emotions are quite popular topics in social sciences.

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Charles Cooley (2013) points out that this topic has been widely discussed in the litera-
ture about spiritual life, and adds, “The prophets of the inner life, like Marcus Aurelius,
St. Paul, St. Augustine, Thomas a Kempis, and Pascal, were men distinguished not by the
lack of an aggressive self, but by a success in controlling and elevating it, which makes
them the examples of all who undergo a like struggle with it” (Cooley, 2013: 248-249).
There are two ways of controlling the social “I” The negative way is to avoid anything
that could excite the emotions, and the positive way is to oppose, control, and direct the
emotions. The second method, the author believes, is a traditional part of the religious
discipline of consciousness.

Directing emotions is important for the employees. Conflict resolution skills are es-
sential for working in the sisterhood. If a conflict situation happens and is not solved
for some reason, one of the conflicting parts is usually fired. The slightest hints of dis-
satisfaction are suppressed (Tocheva, 2014: 20). Asking for forgiveness has become an
institutionalized practice in the community since it is part of the senior sister’s work in
the kitchen (part of her “obedience”). Each time after having a meal, she stands in front
of the other sisters and says, “Sisters, sorry for a badly cooked meal”” It is hardly common
in secular workplaces, and it adds an emotional connotation to the kitchen space. Emo-
tional work among the workers is directed towards colleagues rather than customers and
lies within the employer-employee and the employee-employee spheres. Moreover, as the
example with the candlestick shows, a customer can be wrong.

There is an area with less supervising in the sisterhood. This “shadow zone” is closely
tied to the gender issue. The sisterhood is a highly feminized workplace. Sisters hold
managerial positions there, and even a lorry fleet is run by a sister. It contradicts the com-
mon view on women’s secondary status in the secular labour market and their “inferior
job opportunities vis-a-vis men” because alongside the roles of “workers and mother”
it offers one more female scenario in terms of consecrated life (Ashwin, Yakubovich,
2005: 159). There, the “shadow zone” is the book warehouse where mostly men work. At
the entrance of the warehouse, the words “The territory of freedom” were scrawled. The
warehouse is a place where irony affects not only interpersonal relations, but also labor
relations: people joke about their work here much more than in other more feminized
workplaces. As elsewhere in the sisterhood, the warehouse has many notices on the walls.
However, these notices are creatively edited by the warehouse staff. Here, humor and
irony soften the rigor of the posters. For example, on one of the notices, an exclamation
mark was turned into a smiley. The warehouse is a space where informal creativity reigns.
The walls have drawings, pictures, and quotes about life, love, and religion, though not
only from the Holy Fathers. Thus, in the sisterhood, gender issue is connected not only
with job opportunities but also with the control over workspace.

Conclusion

In this paper, I analyze the specifics of work management using the case of a Russian Or-
thodox sisterhood and give a brief outline of the Christian Orthodox labour market. Like
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many Church organizations in the post-Soviet period, the sisterhood is characterized by
a mix of religious and economic features. It pursues several aims, both religious and eco-
nomic. On one hand, they may contradict one another and cause conflicts; on the other
hand, they may complement each other: thus, the capital accumulated in the sisterhood
is invested into religious missionary and educational projects. Work in the sisterhood is
aimed at results, and profits are achieved by a particular style of management. However,
as in many religious organizations, being “inchurched” is an important requirement of
potential employees in the sisterhood which serves as a filter in the job marketplace. It
acts as a commodity and indicates professional competency rather than a personal trait
of character. One more evidence to the religious-economic fusion in the sisterhood is
that economic relations are described using religious categories.

“Labour politics” of the sisterhood is played out at different levels, and “control and
regulation operate simultaneously at multiple scales” (Kelly, 2002: 409). I give an ethno-
graphic account of labour discipline and work management in the three major spaces of
the sisterhood: the kitchen, the shop, and the publisher. I analyze the difference between
the spaces in terms of their work tempo, prestige, and working conditions. The kitchen
has the most dynamic regime of work and is the least prestigious space. Those who work
in the shop and the publishers have more stables jobs and a higher salary. Thus, the dif-
ference in working conditions creates more and less prestigious jobs within a religious
environment.

I deconstruct the spatial composition of the sisterhood to show how the various types
of control are performed there. Each workplace has its own disciplinary regime which is
maintained owing to rational organization of labour (book-keeping, accounting), direct
and indirect visual control over the workplace, hierarchy in the relationships between the
administrators and the employees fixed by the categories of obedience and blessing, and
the disciplining of body and emotions. At the same time, self-discipline is also required
from workers and is quite important in the work management in the given community.

Work management of the sisterhood characterizes new tendencies in the present-day
Russian Orthodox labour market in general and provides evidence that the market has a
complex religious and economic nature.

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“The Book of the Genesis of the Ukrainian People”is one of the key documents of modern
Ukrainian nationalism. It is the most prominent document of the Cyril and Methodius Brotherhood
(1846-1847). After N. I. Kostomarov had been arrested at the end of March 1846, he claimed that the
seized document was based on “The Books of the Polish People and of the Polish Pilgrimage” by
Adam Mickiewicz (1832). This paper compares these two documents and shows the continuity of
the Kostomarov work in relation to the writing of Mickiewicz. It also shows the differences which
are relevant for the internal logic of the “messianic” philosophy of history and political philosophy.
First, in contrast to “The Books of the Polish People and the Polish Pilgrimage,” the main ideas of
Pax Christiana are rejected, and the Middle Ages are reconsidered in “The Book of the Genesis”

as an age of Christianity’s distortion. Second, in “The Book of the Genesis” there is a purpose to
provide a messianic understanding of the Ukraine. Thus, the historical framework is narrowed,

and the document provides a universal framework appealing to Slavic nations. It is the Ukraine
which can awaken these nations since it latently keeps the principle of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth (“Respublica” or “Rzeczpospolita”), and is able to revive the Commonwealths of
Poland and Great Russia. Therefore, “The Book of the Genesis” shows the aspiration for building a
national image in terms of Romantic ideas of “historical peculiarity,” and at the same time, clearly
indicates the controversies that emerge as a result of following the existing model.

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The article addresses the issue of empirical investigation of individualization in life-course. The
theory of individualization implies that the significance of social structure in individual life-course
diminishes, giving way to the agency of personal preferences and skills. Thus, the theory raises

an issue of structure-agency dynamics in life-course, and poses a methodological challenge for
research design to take both social structualization and individual action into account. Empirical
research on individualization varies in how it meets this challenge. The review streamlines the
main topics, the analytical tools, and the empirical evidence from this research. We identify three
main currents in empirical research on individualization. Firstly, the research is concerned with
the changing role of agency in life-course, raising a question of its significance vis-a-vis structure.
Secondly, individualization is approached through the lens of a social inequality critique; this
type of research investigates socio-economic- and gender-patterning in individualization. Finally,
individualization is understood as a leading principle of modern labor markets, and social welfare
institutions. The article highlights the inconsistencies and tensions in the empirical evidence.

On the micro-level, individualization manifests itself as a change in biographical orientations,
that is, the increasing value of independence, ambition, and flexibility encouraged by modern
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labor markets and social safety-net design. On the macro-level, it is embodied in the increasing
differentiation and destandardization in life-course. Yet, an ability to make biographical plans a
reality continues to depend on social conditions. The article discusses the analytical categories
which help comprehend these tensions; structured individualization, default/passive and
developing/active individualization, and biographical surfing. The scope of the review goes
beyond youth studies where the issue of individualization is the most commonly discussed, and
spans empirical evidence on individualization found in the sociology of adulthood and older age,
and social research on the welfare state, education, and labor markets.
